Grant Request of Annuitant for Additional Time-May S. Doyle

Proposed Amendment to Pension Law

The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that in accordance
with the action taken by the Pension Board at the special meeting of May
15, 1925 (see proceedings of that date, page 150, document 649), the attorney
for the Pension Board, Mr. I. T. Greenacre drafted a substitute bill for'
House Bill 520, which substitute bill was accepted by the Committee on
Education and introduced by them May 21, 1925 as House Bill 638. This sub-
stitute bill permits the non-contributors to become contributors any time
before July 1, 1928, by paying into the fund the amount that would have
been deducted from their salaries had they been contributors with interest
plus the public money that would have been contributed on their behalf
with interest. These are the same terms under which the non-contributors
were permitted to become contributors from 1921 to 1924.

This substitute bill has passed the Legislature and is awaiting the signa-
ture of the Governor. A copy of it is submitted herewith.

For an Act to amend Sections 166a and 156b of "An Act to establish and
maintain a system of free schools," approved June 12, 1909, as amended.

Be it enacted hy the People of the State of Illinois, represe,ited in the General
Assembly:
Section 1. Sections 156a and 156b of "An Act to establish and maintain

a system of free schools," approved June 12, 1909, as amended, are amended
to read as follows:

Sec. 156a. All persons who have heretofore been contributors to the
public school teachers' pension and retirement fund of cities having a pop-
ulation exceeding 100,000 inhabitants, under any law then in force but who
have withdrawn from such participation, may, if they shall exercise the
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option on or before the first day of July, in the year of our Lord 1928,
[1924,] renew their right to participation in a fund to be created in said
city under the provisions of this Act, by paying into said fund the full amount
of any moneys they may have withdrawn from such previous fund, and the
full amount they would have contributed had they not withdrawn therefrom,together with interest thereon at the rate of four per cent per annum fromthe time such moneys were withdrawn and from the time payment would have
become due to the date of their acceptance of the provisions of this Act,together with what, if any, further sum may be necessary to indemnify said, fund as mentioned in above Section 156; and thereafter such person shallcontribute to said fund upon the same terms as teachers who shall hereafter~. be employed and become contributors to, and beneficiaries of said fund :Provided, however, that such persons who shall be re-employed by said Boardof Education as such teachers on or after July 1 , 1925, [ 1921 ] may, if theyshall exercise such option within three years after such re-employment, renewtheir right to participation in such fund upon the same terms and conditionsaforesaid.

Sec. 156b. All teachers who are now in the service of the board of edu- ,cation of any such city, other than those described in the previous section,may, if they shall exercise the option, on or before the first day of July inthe year of Our Lord One Thousand Nine Hundred and Tmenty-eight.[Twenty-four,] become contributors to and beneficiaries of the public schoolteachers' pensiGn and retirement fund created under the provisions of thisAct, upon the same terms as teachers who shall hereafter be employed andbecome contributors to, and beneficiaries of said fund under Section 1568 ofthis Act.

Amendment to the Pension Law-House Bill 368 Becomes a Law

The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that House Bill 368
permitting non-contributors to the Chicago Teachers' Pension Fund to become
contributors passed both Houses of the Legislature, was signed by the Gov-
ernor, and became effective July 1, 1925. This bill is set forth in the
proceedings of the Pension Board of June 22, 1925 on page 183. It is word
for word the same as the provision adopted in 1921 permitting non-contrib-
utors to become contributors, excepting that the time is extended to 1928.
Under these provisions non-contributors who become contributors must re-
imburse the fund for all the money the fund would have received had they
been contributors.

Proposed Amendment to the Retirement Law

The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that it has carefully
considered House Bill No. 130, which Bill is a proposed amendment of the
Retirement Law, (the Miller Act) ; that it has submitted the Bill to the at-
torney for the Pension Board, Mr. I. T. Greenacre for his opinion; and that
the attorney advises that the. second paragraph of Section 3 be amended by
omitting the words "found incompetent" and instead thereof inserting these
words "any such teacher, principal, district superintendent or assistant super-
intendent be found incapacitated for service after trial as already or hereafter
provided by law, he" thus making this paragraph read as follows:

And provided that at the age of 65 and at any year of age thereafter,
the board of education of such city may require a physical or a mental
examination of any such teacher, principal, district superintendent or
assistant superintendent upon the request of the superintendent of schools
of such city and if any such teacher, principal, district superintendent or
assistant superintendent be found incapacitated for service after trial as
already or hereafter provided by law, he shall be retired at the annuity
above provided for that age of voluntary retirement.
The Committee recommends that the Pension Board endorse said House

Bill 130, provided that the amendment recommended by the attorney is in-
corporated in said Bill; that the "Miller Act," and House Bill 130 (presented
herewith) be printed in the proceedings; and also that the Board send a repre-
sentative to Springfield to assist in presenting facts and arguments to the
legislators.

In connection with this recommendation the Committee presents the
following statement:

On April 8, 1925, the Superintendent of Schools presented to the Board
of Education a request "that the Board of Education approve of the prop-
osition to secure from the General Assembly of the State of Illinois the enact-
ment of a law authorizing the Board of Education to provide for the com-
pulsory retirement of employes in the Education Department upon reaching
the age of 70 years, and also to pay annually to each such person during the
remainder of his life the sum of $1,500." (See Proceedings of the Board of
Education, April 8, 1925, page 972, Report 11263.) With this recommendation
the Superintendent pesented a copy of a tentative bill embodying his plan.
This bill was introduced into the General Assembly, passed both houses of the
Legislature before adjournment in June, 1925, and on May 19, 1926, was signed
by the Governor.

Under this law 20 persons were retired August 1, 1926, and 13 others on
February 1, 1927.

A proposed amendment to this law was introduced in the legislature on
February 9, 1927, by Representative Steven, and is now before the House
Committee on Education. This amendment-House Bill No. 130-provides for
voluntary retirement of teachers between 60 and 70 years of age with annual
payments from the Board of Education of from $700 to $1,500, in addition to
their pension. It also provides that after age 65, the Board of Education may
order a mental or a physical examination and that any teacher, principal, dis-
trict or assistant superintendent who is found incapacitated may be retired by
the Board at the same rate of payment as though they had retired voluntarily.
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THE 66MInLER ACT."

(Passed bollt houses of the Zegislature before adjoiw·nment in June, 1925. and
signed by the Governor Mal/ 19, 1926.)

An Act to provide for the compulsory retirement of teachers, principals,
district superintendents, and assistant superintendents, and the payment of
retirement annuities.

Be it enacted bl/ the Peolne of the State of Illinois represented in the
General Assembly:

Section 1. In every city in this state having a population exceeding
250,000 inhabitants, the board of education of such city shall retire from active
service on February 1 and August 1 of each year, all teachers, principals, dis-
trict superintendents, and assistant superintendents in the public schools of
such city in accordance with the following schedule:

(a) In the year 1926 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-five or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(b) In the year 1927 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-four or' more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(c) In the year 1928 all teachers, principals, district superintendents and
assistant superintendents seventy-three or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(d) In the year 1929 ali teachers, principals, district superintendents and
assistant superintendents seventy-two or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(e) In the year 1930 and in each and every year thereafter, all teachers,
principals, district superintendents, and assistant superintendents seventy or
more years of age, shall be retired from active service.

Sec. 2: Each person so retired from active service who served in the
public schools of such city for twenty or more years prior to such retirement,
shall be paid the sum of Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) annually and
for life from the date of such retirement from the money derived from the
general tax levy for educational purposes : Pro'uided. that any teacher , prin-
cipal, district superintendent, or assistant superintendent so retired and re-
ceiving such annuity shall be subject to the call of the superintendent of
schools in such city for consultation and advisory service: And, provided
flirther, that nothing in this Act contained shall in any way impair or preju-
dice any rights of a teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistant
superintendent so retired to annuity under other statutory provisions concern-
ing any teachers' pension fund, or teachers' pension and retirement fund,
established in accordance with the provisions of any statute of this State; and
shall not repeal or modify any other such statutory provisions.

Sec. 3. All teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant
superintendents who have served in the public schools of such city for twenty-
five years or more prior to retirement under this Act and who are 60 or more
years of age and who have not reached the age of compulsory retirement as
provided in sections one and two of the last mentioned Act to which this section
is added, shall upon their own request be retired from active service and
thereafter be paid annuities for life from the moneys derived from the general
tax levy for educational purposes. Such annuities shall be paid respectively
according to the following table of ages and annuities annually as follows:

Age 60............ Seven hundred dollors ...................... ($ 700)
Age 61............Eight hundred dollars....................... ($ 800)
Age 62............ Nine hundred dollars ........................ ($ 900)
Age 63............ Ten hundred dollars ........................ ($1000)
Age 64............ Eleven hundred dollars...................... ($1100)

* Age 65............ Twelve hundred dollars ....................  ($1200)
Age 66............ Twelve hundred seventy dollars.... . . . . . . . . . ($1270)
Age 67............ Thirteen hundred forty dollars............... ($1340)
Age 68............ Fourteen hundred dollars .................... ($1400)
Age 69............Fourteen hundred flf.ty dollars............... ($1450)
Age 70............ And thereafter Fifteen hundred dollors....... ($1500)
And provided that at the age of 65 and at any year of age thereafter, the

Section 1. Section 3 is added to "An Act to provide for the compulsory

retirement of teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant super-

intendents, and the payment of retirement annuities," approved May 19, 1926,

the added section to read ass follows:

Sec. 3. All teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant

superintendents who have served in the public schools of the United States for

twenty-five years or more and who have served in the public schools of such

city for 15 years immediately prior to retirement under this Act and who are

65 or more years of age and who have not reached the age of compulsory retire-

ment as provided in sections one and two of the last mentioned Act to which

this section is added, shall upon their own request be retired from active service
and thereafter be paid annuities for life from the moneys derived from the gen-
eral tax levy for educational purposes. Such annuities shall be paid respectively

according to the following table of ages and annuities annually:

Age 65................Ten hundred doIIars.................... ($1,000)
Age 66................Eleven hundred dollars................. ($1,100)

Age 67................ Twelve hundred dollars ................. ($1,200)

Age 68. ............... Thirteen hundred dollars ................ ($1,300)

Age 69................Fourteen hundred dollars............... ($1,400)

Age 70 and thereafter. Fifteen hundred dollars. . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . ($1,500)

And provided that at the age of 65 and at any year of age thereafter, the

board of education of such city may require a physical or a mental examination

of any such teacher, principal, district superintendent or assistant superinten-

dent upon the request of the superintendent of schools of such city and if any
such teacher, principal, district superintendent or assistant superintendent be
found incapacitated for service after trial as already or hereafter providea by
law he shall be retired at the annuity above provided for that age of voluntary
retirenient.

And provided, further, that all such teachers, principals, district superin-

tendents, and assistant superintendents shall be subject to the same conditions
as to advisory service as provided for in section 2 of said last mentioned Act to

which this section is added. Nothing contained in this section or in said last

mentioned Act to which this section is added shall in any way impair or
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prejudice any right of a teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistant
superintendent so retired to annuity under other statutory provisions concern-
ing any teachers' pension fund or teachers' pension and retirement fund es-
tablished in accordance with the provisions of any statute of this State, and the
payment to be made under this section or the Act to which it is added shall be
in addition to any such annuity.

Miss Dutton, Chairman of the Committee on Pension Law and Rules,
presented the following reports of the Committee:

Voluntary Retirement Act Becomes a Law.
The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that House Bill 130

amending the Compulsory Retirement Law of 1925, (The Miller Law), which
bill is set forth in the proceedings of the Pension Board for June 22, 1927,
pages 209 and 210, passed both houses of the legislature, was signed by the
Governor, and became effectve July 1, 1927.

The Committee recommends that this report be adopted and that the Law
as amended be printed in the proceedings.

COMPULSORY AND VOLUNTARY RETIREMENT LAW.
(As :imended and in eireet July 1, 1927.)

The 1927 Act, ( tlze Volitntary Retirement Lato ) added Section 3 to the 1925
Laio, (the Compulsory Retirement Law), and the tdo combined make the Jaw
at present as follows:

"An Act to provide for the compulsory and voluntary retirement of
teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant superintendents,
and the payment of retirement annuities."

Section 1. rn every city in this state having a population exceeding
250,000 inhabitants, the board of education of such city shall retire from active
service on February 1 and August 1 of each year, all teachers, principals, dis-
trict superintendents, and assistant superintendents in the public schools of
such city in accordance with the following schedule:

(a) In the year 1926 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-five or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(b) Iii the year 1927 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-four or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(c) In the year 1928 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-three or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(d) In the year 1929  all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents seventy-two or more years of age, shall be retired
from active service.

(e) In the year 1930 and in each and every year thereafter, all teachers,
principals, district superintendents, and assistant superintendents seventy or
more years of age, shall be retired from active service.

Sec. 2. Each person so retired from active service who served in the
public schools of such city for twenty or more years prior to such retirement,
shall be paid the sum of Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) annually and
for life from tile date of such retirement from the money derived from the
general tax levy for educational purposes: Provided, that any teacher, prin-
cipal, district superintendent, or assistant superintendent so retired and re-
ceiving such annuity shall be subject to the call of the superintendent of
schools in such city for consultation and advisory service: A,'nd, prov'ided
further, that nothing in this Act contained shall in any way impair or preju-
dice any rights of a teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistant
superintendent so retired to annuity linder other statutory provisions concern-
ing any teachers' pension fund, or teachers' pension and retirement fund,
established in accordance with the provisions of any statute in this State; and
shall not repeal or modify any other such statutory provisions.
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Sec. 3. All teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant
superintendents who have served in the public schools of the United States for
twenty-five years or more and who have served in the public schools of such
city for 15 years immediately prior to retirement under this Act and who are
65 or more years of age and who have not reached the age of compulsory re-
tirement as provided in sections one and two of the last mentioned Act to
which this section is added, shall upon their own request be retired from active
service and thereafter be paid annuities for life from the moneys derived from
the general tax levy for educational purposes. 'Such annuities shall be paid
respectively according to the ' following table of ages and annuities annually:

Age 65.................Ten hundred dollars................... ($1,000)
Age 66................ .Eleven hundred dollars ................ ($1,100)
Age 67.................Twelve hundred dollars............... ($1,200)
Age 68.................Thirteen hundred dollars.............. ($1,300)
Age 69.................Fourteen hundred dollars.............. ($1,400)
Age 70 and thereafter. .Fifteen hundred dollars................ ($1,500)

City of Chicago, all of whom are made parties defendant hereto, and respect-
fully represents and shows to the Court as follows:

1st. The said John W. Porter is, and has been continuously for many years
last past, a resident, citizen and taxpayer and a duly qualified legal voter
of and in the City of Chicago, and was, during the year 1926, and for many
years prior thereto, continuously, the owner of certain real estate, located in
the said City of Chicago, County of Cook and State of Illinois, a tract of which

3rd. Upon June 12, 1909, the Honorable Charles S. Deneen, the then
Governor of the State of Illinois, signed and approved an emergency Act of the
Legislature of the State of Illinois entitled "An Act to Establish and, Maintain
a System of Free Schools", which said Act was a general revision of the
School Laws of the State of Illinois, and which said Act contained and included

annuitant shall be entitled from Six Hundred (600) Dollars to Eight Hundred

per annum) and providing that the minimum disability allowance of such an
annuitant from said Teachers Pension and Retirement Fund shall be raised
from Two Hundred (200) Dollars to Three Hundred (300) Dollars per annum
(an increase of fifty per centum per annum to each of said annuitants).

under the Pension Law as amended and in force July 1, 1923, this
Board of Trustees has authority to increase the basic annuity paid for
25 years of service to an amount not to exceed $800; and that the
question of increasing this basic annuity has been under consideration
by this Committee since September, 1924.

The Committee recommends that beginning with the month of
April, 1926, the basic annuity paid for 25 years of service be increased
from $600 to $800. Since all annuities paid for periods other than 25
years of service are based upon this "basic annuity" it follows that
all annuities paid for more than 25 years of service will be increased
$200 each, and all annuities paid for less than 25 years of service
will be increased proportionally, as provided in Sections 155 and 158
of the Pension Law.

This increase in the rate of annuity is recommended after consid-
eration of the following facts:

The last month that the pension was on a $400 basis-June, 1921-
the number of annuitants was 691. Four years later-June, 1925-
the number of annuitants was 887. This is an average increase of
635 % each year.

The number of annuitants in 1915 was 500. In 6 years-from 1915
to 1921-it increased 191, or 38%-an average increase of 5.6% each
year.

The deductions from salary for the fiscal year ending August 31,
1922-the first year under the present schedule of deductions-
amounted to $311,752.31. For the fiscal year ending August 31, 1925,
the deductions were $376,616.64, an average yearly increase of 642%
The deductions (and with them, the public money) are therefore in-
creasing at about the same rate as the number of annuitants.

July 1, 1921, the annuity was raised from $400 to $600; and July
1, 1923, the additional annuity for additional service was adopted.
On each of these occasions it was freely predicted that there would
be an enormous increase in the number of annuitants. This predicted
increase did not materialize; in fact, the rate of increase has gone up
less than 1%.

In the last fscal year (which ended August 31, 1925), the Pension
Board invested more than 50 % of its total income. The excess of
income over disbursements for the same period was over $660,000.

The invested fund has passed three and three-quarter million dol-
lars. If the Board should invest each year only the maturities and
the interest the fund would reach ~ve million by 1934, even if the new
investment is at the rate of only 4%. The fund now yields over 5%
on the face value of the bonds. Three million dollars at 5% yields
$150,000 in interest each year. This amount makes a very good bal-
ance wheel and seems sufficient to take care of any ordinary fluctua-
tion in expenditures.

If Chicago ceases to grow, or if the number of pupils per room is
materially increased, or if for any other reason the number of teachers
should not increase at the present rate, then the deductions will show
a corresponding falling off. If salaries should be lowered, or if con-
ditions in the schools become unpleasant, then the pension will seem
more attractive and the number of annuitants will increase. Anything
that keeps teachers in the service lessens the number retiring on
pension.

When, or if, the average membership in the rooms is lowered
the number of teachers will be increased and the deductions will
show a corresponding rise.
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Any increase in salaries makes the pension- seem less desirable.
The additional pension for additional service is having the expected
effect-it is keeping teachers in school. This is evident from the talk
of prospective annuitants who come into the pension office; it is ®
also shown by the fact that the annuitants who have retired since the
additional annuity for additional service was allowed in 1923 have an
average service of more than 35 years. As the length of service in-
creases the average period on the pension roll decreases.

If the 74 persons recently transferred by the Board of Educa-
tion to Emeritus Service had all been placed on the pension at $800
each, the addition to the pension pay roll would have been less than
$60,000 per year.

The Committee also submits the following report on the An-
nuitants and recommends that it be printed in the proceedings.

REPORT ON ANNUITANTS-JAN. 1, 1926

The records in the pension office show that in the 30 years since
the Pension Law went into effect on January 1, 1896, the Pension
Board has granted 1,259 "full" annuities, that is, annuities for the full
period of service required under the law. From January 1, 1896, to
July 1, 1907, this period of service was 20 years for women teachers,
25 years for men. Since July 1, 1907, the required period has been
25 years for all applicants.

Of these 1,259 annuitants, 856 are living, 52 have returned to
the service, 1 requested that her name be removed from the roll, and
350 have died. Of the 22 annuitants who retired the first year, 1
returned to service, 18 have died and 3 are stilI drawing pension. The
3 living all taught less than 25 years. They have been drawing pension
for 29 years.

rn the first 5 years, that is, before 1901, 104 annuitants retired:
of these, 1 returned to service, 61 have died, 1 requested that her
name be removed from the roll, and 41 are living. In the next 7 years
-1901 to 1907, inclusive, while membership in the pension was op-
tional-262 annuitants retired. Of these 7 returned to service, 109
have died, and 146 are living.

In 1907 a change in the pension law required 25 years of service
and membership again became compulsory for teachers entering the
service. At that time the maximum pension paid was at the rate
of $180 per year. The rate of pension was increased from time to
time until September, 1913, when it reached $400. It remained at that
figure until July 1, 1921, when it was increased by law to $600. In
1923 the Legislature gave permission to the Pension Board to raise
the basic annuity, paid for 25 years of service, to $800; it also es-
tablished the additional annuity for additional service by allowing an
additional $20 for each year of service over 25 years, with a possible
maximum of $1,000 for 35 or more years of service.

In 1921 (the year the annuity was raised to $600) 70 teachers
retired on pension. This number was 17 more than had ever before ~
retired in one year; 64 retired in 1922; 66 in 1923; 104 in 1924 and
87 in 1925. Since the additional service annuity went into effect, the
applicants for annuity have had an average time of service of more
than 35 years.

Twenty-four annuitants who taught 40 years or more have been ~:...
drawing pension for more than 5 years; one of them has been on
the roll for 21 years and 8 others have been drawing pension for
more than 10 years. Two who taught 39 years have been on the

pension roll for 23 years; and one who taught 37 years has been on
the roll for 25 years. One taught 47 years and has been on the pen-
sion roll 11 years; one who taught in Chicago 50 years has been
drawing pension for 8 years; and the one annuitant with 52 years of
service has been on the pension roll 6 years.

Three hundred and forty-eight of the present annuitants have
drawn pension for 10 years or more; 220 have been on the roll for
15 years, and 129 have been on the roll for 20 years or more.

When only twenty years of service was required, applicants fre-
quently recorded only twenty years. When twenty-five years' service
was the requirement evidence of service beyond twenty-five years was
not submitted. This was proven in 1923-24 when 94 annuitants took
advantage of the opportunity to submit evidence of additional service
as soon as any additional credit was allowed for such additional
service. Undoubtedly, therefore, in many instances the time of service
recorded for deceased annuitants is less than their actual service.

Of the 350 annuitants who have died, 61 lived less than 1 year
after applying for pension ; 143 Iived less than 5 years; 216 less than
10 years, and 134 were on the roll for ten years or more.

Of the annuitants who retired with less than 25 years of service
6 returned to the service; of those who had only 25 years, 10 returned;
19 who had taught more than 30 years returned to the service; 1 of
them had 44 years to her credit. Of the 52 who returned, 12 retired
at a later date and were treated as new annuitants, and 85 are now in

' the service.
These 8gures do not prove anything. Until a much longer time

has elapsed it will be impossible to give any accurate figures as toaverage service or average years on the pension roll.
The average term of service seems to be much longer now than it

was 25 years ago. This is partly because annuitants with 20 or 25years of service made no claim for additional time, but other factors
contribute to this apparent increase: the improvement in standardsof living which makes money more essential; the increase in sal-
aries; the altered public attitude toward women who work (espe.cially toward married women who work) ; the additional annuity for
additional service,-all these things tend to keep teachers in theservice.

On motion of Miss Rhinesmith, seconded by Mr. Meade, the reportof the Special Committee was adopted and the Increase in the Rateof Annuity was authorized by the following roll-call vote:

11th. In obedience thereto, the defendant, Charles S. Peterson, and his
predecessor in oftice, each, as City Treasurer of the City of Chicago and
ex-omcio treasurer of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund and cus.
todian of the funds thereof since April 1, 1926, has been, and is now, paying

' to said annuitants who retired prior to July 1, 1923, their deferred compensa-
tion at the rates prescribed by said Act of June 27, 1923. The complainantis informed and believes, and therefore states the fact to be, that there were,
upon July 1, 1923, and subsequently thereto, in excess of eight hundred fifty
(850) persons receiving annuities from said Teachers' Pension and Retirement
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Fund who had retired from active service in the public school system of the
said City of Chicago prior to July 1, 1923, and that, as a result thereof, there
is now being paid to said teachers who had retired prior to July 1, 1923, in
annuities, an amount approximating six hundred seventy-five thousand (675,000)
dollars per annum; the exact amount of said increased annuities, so being
paid by the said City Treasurer and Custodian of said Teachers' Pension
and Retirement Fund of the said City of Chicago, pursuant to the aforesaid
action by said Board of Trustees, your orator is unable to state, but prays
leave in this connection to refer for greater certainty to the records of the
Board of Trustees of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the
City of Chicago when the same shall be produced in open court.

12th. The complaint further shows that during the period between July
1, 1921, when the said Act of the Legislature of the State of Illinois of June
29, 1921, became effective, and July 1, 1923, the sources from which the funds
of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the City of Chicago were
derived consisted of the three following classes: (a) Contributions by teach-
ers in the public school system of the City of Chicago; (b) The proceeds of
a tax levy of three-tenths of one mill on the dollar on all taxable property
in the said City of Chicago, as prescribed in said Act of June 29, 1921, for
said purpose; and (c) the allocation of the proceeds of certain taxes from
the general educational fund tax to the payment of an amount necessary to
defray the deficit in the amount required for the payment of said annuities
and that raised from the other two frst named sources of said pension and ~
retirement fund; that during said period of time, and thence hitherto, there
were, and are, as the complainant is informed and believes, and therefore
states the fact to be, in excess of ten thousand (10,000) teachers in the public
schools of the said City of Chicago who were, and are, contributors to said
Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund; that the amount so paid to said
Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund by the said ten thousand (10,000)
contributing teachers and the proceeds of taxation used for such purpose, con-
stitute a fund or pool under which, by virtue of the said Act of the Legislature ·
of the State of Illinois of June 29, 1921, teachers, upon paying the maximum 11,
amount of Eight Hundred Fifty (850) Dollars and complying with the other
conditions prescribed by said Act of said Legislature of June 29, 1921, became ~1~Ilentitled to receive annuities of Six Hundred (600) Dollars per annum; that
the Act of the Legislature of the State of Illinois of June 27, 1923, in at-
tempting to raise the annuities of existing annuitants is unlawfully and un-
constitutionally retrospective in character and results in an unfair, Unreason-
able, unconstitutional and unlawful discrimination in seeking to give existing
annuitants, who, under the Act of June 29, 1921, were · entitled to receive
maximum annuities of only Six Hundred (600) Dollars per annum, increased
amounts of compensation not in accordance with the conditions prescribed by
said Act of June 29, 1921, and to the prejudice both of the funds prescribed
to be raised for said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund by the Act ~
of June 27, 1923, for teachers, who, subsequent to the date upon which said
Act became effective, namely: July 1, 1923, retired or may retire, and of the
funds set aside by said Act of June 29, 1921, for the payment of pensions ato those entitled to receive the same thereunder, and also of each present
contributing teacher to the amount of one-third of the annuities so being paid
to those annuitants who had retired prior to July 1, 1923.
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13th. Complainant is further informed and believes that at no time have
the contributions of the said ten thousand (10,000) contributing teachers and
the proceeds of a tax levy of three-tenths of one mill on the dollar been sum.
cient to meet and defray the amounts of the annuities paid to teachers who
have taken advantage of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Acts, and
that in the year 1921, and in all years subsequent thereto, it has been neces-
sary for the Board of Education of the City of Chicago, a body politic and
corporate, to set aside from the proceeds of the general educational fund tax
an amount sumcient to meet the deficit occasioned by the amount of annuities
so being paid being in excess of the proceeds of monies paid by said ten
thousand (10,000) contributing teachers and the proceeds of the tax levy of
three-tenths of a mill on the dollar on all taxable property in the said City
of Chicago; that the appropriation from the proceeds of the general educa-
tional fund tax to the pension fund for the year 1924, as your orator is in-
formed and believes, and therefore states the fact to be, was Two Hundred
Sixty-one Thousand, Five Hundred Seventy-six (261,576) Dollars; for the year
1925, Two Hundred Thirty-nine Thousand, Eight Hundred Thirteen (239,813)
Dollars; for the year 1926, One Hundred Seventy-six Thousand, Five Hundred
Ninety-six (176,596) Dollars; and for the year 1927, the first year after the in-
creased annuity rate prescribed by said Board of Trustees of said Teachers'
Pension and Retirement Fund of the said City of Chicago in their action
taken upon February 23, 1926, as aforesaid, was the sum of Two Hundred
Eleven Thousand, Seven Hundred Seventy-two (211,772) Dollars ; and that
such of said fund as is being used to pay the annuities to teachers who had
retired prior to July 1, 1923, is an unlawful, unconstitutional and improvident
expenditure of money.

14th. The complainant further charges that the amounts paid from said
Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund to teachers retiring from active
service are, in fact, deferred compensation paid to said teachers for their
past services rendered to the public school system of the City of Chicago,
and that the Act of June 27, 1923, in seeking to provide for the payment of
increased amounts to teachers at that time retired from active service, is'
the granting of extra compensation, fee and allowance to public omcers,
agents and servants after the service has been rendered by the said recipients
to the public school system of the said City of Chicago, and is therefore
violative of Section 19 of Article IV of the Constitution of the State of
Illinois, adopted by the People of the State of Illinois at an election held on,
to-wit: the first Saturday of July, 1870, and commonly called the Constitution
of 1870, which said provision has since said last named date been, and now is,
in full force and effect, and which reads as follows:

"Compensation for past services-Prohibition. Section 19. The
General Assembly shall never grant or authorize extra compensation,
fee or allowance to any public officer, agent, servant or contractor,
after service has been rendered or a contract made, nor authorize
the payment of any claim, or part thereof, hereafter created against
the State under any agreement or contract made without express
authority of law ; and all such unauthorized agreements or contracts
shall be null and void; Provided, the General Assembly may make
appropriations for expenditures incurred in suppressing insurrection
or repelling invasion."
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15th. The complainant further shows that the action of the said Board
of Trustees of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the City of
Chicago, in diverting taxes now being paid to the payment of teachers who
retired under the provisions of said Act of the Legislature of the said State
of Illinois of June 29, 1921, and the aforesaid Act of the Legislature of the
State of Illinois of June 27, 1923, in seeking tq provide for the payment of
increased compensation to teachers who had retired prior to July 1, 1923,
.when the said Act of the Legislature of the State of Illinois of June 27, 1923,
became effective, rendered the said Act of the Legislature of the State of
Illinois of June 27, 1923, repugnant to the Constitution of the United States of
America, and particularly the Fifth Amendment thereto, which is in full
force and effect, an'd which reads as follows :

"No person shall be held to answer for a capital or otherwise in-
famous crime, unless on a presentment or indictment of a grand jury
except in cases arising in the land or naval forces, or in the militia,
when in actual service in time of war or public danger; nor shall any
person be subject for the same offense to be twice put in jeopardy
of life or limb ; nor shall he be compelled in any criminal case to
be a witness against himself, nor be deprived of life, liberty, or prop-
erty, without due process of law; nor shalI private property be taken
for public use, without just compensation."

And of Section 1 of the 14th Amendment thereto, which is in words and fig-
ures as follows:

"Section 1. All persons born or naturalized in the United States,
and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United
States and of the State wherein they reside. No State shall make
or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or immunities
of citizens of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any
person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law, nor
deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of
the laws."
16th. Complainant further charges that the action of the Board of Trus-

tees of said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the said City of
Chicago, in directing the defendant, Charles S. Peterson, to Pay, and the
action of the said defendant, Charles S. Peterson, in paying, to teachers
receiving annuities from the said Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of
the City of Chicago at the rates prescribed by the Act of June 27, 1923, to
those who retired prior to July 1, 1923, when the said Act became effective,
is unlawful, unconstitutional and discriminatory; that the complainant and
others similarly situated are without remedy, save in a Court of Equity, and
that said action should be restrained by the decree of this Court.

FORASMUCH, therefore, as your orator is without remedy in the premises,
save in a Court of Equity, your orator prays that the defendants hereinabove
named, iand each of them, may make full, true and perfect answer to all and
singular the matters and things hereinbefore alleged and represented by this
Bill of Complaint, but not under oath, the answer under oath of said de-
fendants, and each of them, being expressly waived; that your Honors forth-
with grant a provisional or preliminary writ of injunction directed to the de-
fendants, Inga M. Schjoldager, as President of the Board of Trustees of the
Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the City of Chicago, and as a mem-
ber of the Board of Trustees thereof, Mary M. Abbe, as Recording Secretary of
the Board of Trustees of the Teachers' Pension and Retirement Fund of the '
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~~ members of the Board of Trustees of the Teachers' Pension and Retirement

City of Chicago and as a member of the Board of Trustees thereof; James A.
Meade, as Financial Secretary of the Board of Trustees of the Teachers' Pen-
sion and Retirement Fund of said City of Chicago, and as a member of the
Board of Trustees thereof, Wilma Rhinesmith, Mary E. Dutton, Mary A. Swett,
James A. Hemingway, Charles J. Vopicka and Walter H. Brandenburg, as

and each of them from in any manner enforcing or attempting to enforce

' said purposes, until the further order of this court; that upon the final hear-
ing hereof said injunction may be made perpetual and the said Act of the
Legislature of the State of Illinois approved June 27, 1923, be decreed to be
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unlawful, invalid and null and void and to be thereafter for naught held and
esteemed, and that the same be decreed to be contrary to, and in violation
of, the provisions of the Constitution of the State of Illinois and of the pro-
visions of the Constitution of the United States of America and amendments
thereto, as hereinbefore set forth.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR HONORS to grant such other and further and
different relief in the premises as equity may require and to Your Honors shall
seem meet.

Annuities

The Committee on Annuities and Claims reports that since the adoption
of the Iast report on Annuities the Committee has received from the Record-
ing Secretary, and submits herewith, applications for Annuity submitted by the
persons hereinafter listed; that it has considered this and other evidence and
fnds that these persons have each completed at least twenty-fve years of sery-
ice in public schools of the United ~tates, of which service at least the last
three-fifths has been in Chicago, and that the -employment of each as a teacher
in the service of the Chicago Board of Education has been terminated.

OPINION BY JUDGE OSCAR HEBEL.

This hearing by the Court is upon stipulation of the parties hereto, and
will be disposed of upon the Bill of Complaint and the answers of the defen-
dants thereto.

The Bill of Complaint alleges that complainant is a taxpayer and brings
this Bill on behalf of himself and such others as care to join him.

The Bill further alleges that the Legislature, among other things, passed
a certain act to amend Sections 3 and 4 of "An Act to provide for the setting ~
apart, formation and disbursement of a Police Pension Fund in cities having
a population exceeding 200,000 inhabitants," approved June 29, 1915, as
amended, which said Act was thereafter approved by the Governor of Illinois, ~
and which said Act purports to amend said Sections 3 and 4 of said Act of
1915 by providing in substance and to the effect that policemen, pensioners
under said Sections of said Act, shall receive pensions according to the follow-
ing schedule:
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(1) To persons who at any time held the rank of Patrolman or

Police Operator, Nine Hundred Sixty ($960.00) Dollars per annum,

payable in equal monthly payments.

(2) To persons who at any time held the rank of Sergeant, One

Thousand Eighty ($1,080.00) Dollars per annum, payable in equal

monthly payments.

(3) To persons who at any time held the rank of Lieutenant, One

Thousand Two Hundred ($1,200.00) Dollars per annum, payable in

equal monthly payments.

(4) To persons who at any time held the rank of Captain or
rank above that of Captain, One Thousand Three Hundred ($1,300.00)

Dollars per annum, payable in equal monthly payments.

It is also charged that there are now on the pension roll approximately

seven hundred thirty-five (735) former policemen of the City of Chicago who
had retired from such police service prior to January 1, 1922, and who were
at such time entitled to or had been allowed pensions under said Act of 1915

as amended and· in force July 1, 1921; and are now receiving pensions in
equal monthly payments.

It is further charged that certain amendments were also passed pro-
viding means and plans to pay said pensions which were in force and effect
in 1927.

It is also charged in the Bill of Complaint that the amendatory act vio-
-lates Section 19 of Article IV of the Constitution of the State of Illinois,

which Section is as follows:
"The General Assembly shall never grant or authorize extra com-

pensation, fee or allowance to any public officer, agent, servant or
contractor after services have been rendered or a contract made, nor
authorize the payment of any claim or part thereof hereafter created
against the State under any agreement or contract made without ex-
press authority of law; and all such unauthorized agreements or con-
tracts shall be null and void; provided the General Assembly may
make appropriations for expenditures incurred in suppressing insur-
rections or repelling invasions."

The answers of the several defendants admit, substantially, the passage
of the amendments in question, the number of pensioners, and the schedule
of payments proposed by the Amendment of 1927.

Further, that Section 50 of the Act of 1915, as amended by the Act of

1927, provides, in part, as follows:
"All annuities, pensions and other benefits allowed prior to the

time when this Act shall come into force and effect, which were,
prior to this Act, paid by the board of trustees out of a police pension
fund, shall be paid by the retirement board from the annuity and
beneft fund herein provided for,"

according to the schedule already referred to by the Court, as set forth in
the allegations of the Bill of Complaint.

Counsel for complainant earnestly contends that the amendment of 1927
increases the allowance of pensions and is an extra compensation or an al-
lowance to a public officer after the services have been rendered, and is in
violation of that provision of the Constitution of the State of Illinois.

It is agreed by all counsel that the Pension Law is proper and is a
worthy effort of the governmental agencies to allow for long, continuous
municipal service money in the form of pensions to agents who have served
the required time, or who have suffered a disability; and such Pension Law
has the approval of our Court of Last Resort.

The only question before the Court is whether the amendment increasing
the amount already paid to those who were pensioners at the time of the
taking effect of said amendment is extra compensation and is in violation of
Section 19 of Article IV of the State Constitution, or, as contended for by
the defendants, is a bounty springing from the graciousness and appreciation
of the sovereign. In determining that question, it is well to consider the
opinions of our Supreme Court in construing the Pension Laws that have
been adopted in this State.

In the case of Beutel v. Foreman et al., 288 Ill. 106, citing from the opin- )1
ion at page 110, the Court says:

"Counsel for plaintiffs in error contend that no person entitled to a
pension has a vested Iegal right in said pension; that pensions, con-
sidered in connection with vested rights, must be held to be bounties .
of the government, which that government has a right to give, withhold
or recall at its discretion, while counsel for defendant in error argue
that this court in Hughes v. Traeger, 264 Ill . 612 , and People v. Abbott ,
274 id. 380, has held that the pensions to employees of municipalities
'are in the nature of compensation for services previously rendered
for which full and adequate compensation was not received at the time
of the rendition of the services', and that therefore those decisions
which hold that a pension is not a vested right, under such circum
stances as exist here in the claim of defendant in error, cannot be
upheld. Counsel are in error in their argument that the decisions
of this court last referred to intended to hold that the right of pension
was a vested right under the circumstances found in this record. In
Hughes v. Tracger, Supi·a, the court particularly stated the opposite,
saying (p. 617) : 'The fund created by these dediictions remains
subject to the disposition of the legislature, and the employees cannot
prevent its appropriation in another way than that designated by the
statute. It is not their property, and the statute does not amount
to a contract by the State to lise it in the manner provided by the
statute. A change in the disposition of the fund would not, however,
violate any right of the complainant, for until the happening of the
event designated by the statute for its distribution lie has no vested
right in the fund but only an expectancy created by the law, which the
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law may revoke or destroy.-Pennie v. Reis, 132 U. S. 464; State v.
T,·listees, 121 Wis. 44.' Moreover, both of the opinions in which this
court has Iaid down the rule as to the basis of granting pensions which
counsel for defendant in error rely on as giving their client a vested
right, are based on Dillon on Municipal Corporations, (vol. 1, 5th ed.
sec. 430), and that learned author, in discussing the subject of pensions
for municipal employees in section 431, adopts the doctrine laid down
by the United States Supreme Court in Pe91nie v. Reis, supra, that a
person does not have a vested right in his pension. That court said
in that case with reference to the pension fund (p. 471) : 'Being a
fund raised in that way it was entirely at the disposal of the govern-
ment until, by the happening of one of the events stated-the resigna-
tion, dismissal or death of the officers-the right to the specific sum
promised became vested in the officer or his representative. It requires
no argument or citation of authorities to show that in making a dispo-
sition of a fund of that character previous to the happening of one
of the events mentioned, the State impaired no absolute right of prop-
erty in the police officer. The direction of the State that the fund
should be one for the benefit of the police officer or. his representative
under certain conditions was subject to change or revocation at any
time, at the will of the legislature. There was no contract on the
part of the State that its disposition should always continue as orig-
inally provided. Until the particular event should happen upon which
the money, or a part of it, was to be paid, there was no vested right
in the officer to such payment. His interest in the fund was, until
then, a mere expectancy created by the law and liable to be revoked
or destroyed by the same authority.' This court has practically laid

- down the same rule in Eddy v. Morgan, supra, and Pecoy v. City of CM-
cago, 265 Ill. 78, A reading of this last case will show that something
of the same argument was made with reference to the police pension
fund being vested under this statute as is made by counsel for defen-
dant in error in this case, but the court there indorsed the reasoning
of this court in Eddy V. forgan, supra, and that of the United States
Supreme Court in Pennie v. Reis, supra,

"A full discussion of the question of vested rights in -pension funds
is found in Gibbs v. Minneapolis Fire Department Relief Ass'n., 87
Ann. Cas. 1915C, 749, (125 Minn. 174), and in the exhaustive note fol-
lowing the opinion. It was argued there, as here, that the right of a
person claiming a pension was a vested one, and the opinion quoted
from another decision with approval, as follows: 'The statute differs
from a contract in that the government may withdraw the benefits con-
ferred at any time it may deem advisable after a party enters the
service, either before or after the right to a pension accrues, * * *
It also follows that while there is no vested right in a pension which
cannot be divested by the mere exercise of the legislative will, if
relators have any rights they are vested ones so long, only, as the
statute in question remains in force and unchanged, subject to be
divested at any time that Congress may desire.' See, also, Stevens
v. Minneapolis Fire Department Relief Ass'n., 50 L. R . A , ( 124 Minn.
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381), 1018, and note reviewing authorities; 21 R. C, L. 242; 2 MeQuillin
on Mun. Corp., see. 511; 5 id. sec. 2422."

In the part of the opinion of our Supreme Court just read, the Court cites,
with approval, the case of Eddy v. Morgan, 216 Ill. 437, and the case of Pecoy
v. Citv of Chicago, 265 Ill. 78. In quoting from the latter case, the Supreme
Court uses the following language at page 82:

"There is no pretense that plaintiff in error is entitled to a pension
under any of the provisions of the act of 1887. The claim made by
plaintiff in error that the act of 1887 deprives him of his property
without due process of law cannot be sustained. (Eddy v. Morgan,
supra.) In the case last above cited this court, on page 449, said:
'Appellees argue this case as though it were a matter of contract or
vested right, while, in fact, it is a mere matter of largess or bounty.
A pension is a bounty springing from the graciousness and appreciation
of sovereignty. It may be given or withheld at the pleasure of a
sovereign power. Because one is placed upon a pension rolI under a
valid law is no reason why that law may not be repealed and the
pension cease.-Walton v. Cotton, 19 How. 355; Frisbee v. United
States, 157 U. S. 160; 26 Am. & Eng. Ency. of Law, (2d ed.) 658."

See also case of PeopZe ex rel. Margaret Donovan v. The Retirement Board of
PoZicemen's Annuity and Benelit Fund, 326 Ill. p. 579.

It is apparent from the authorities that have just been quoted that the
Supreme Court has held that a pension is a bounty springing from the appre- 1
ciation and graciousness of the sovereign, and may be given or withheld at its ' '
pleasure. There is no contract on the part of the State to continue the payment |
of a benefit or annuity, and a change in the law affecting such benefit or
annuity does not impair the obligation of a contract or deprive a person of '
property without due process of law within the meaning of the constitutional
provisions invoked.

Therefore, the contention that the increase in the pensions of those drawing
pensions at this time is an extra compensation is not borne out by the authori-
ties, and does not violate Section 19 of Article IV of the State Constitution.

The question which remains is whether those on the pension roll would
be entitled to the increased pensions as provided for in the amendments that
were passed, approved and in force in 1927. It is a well-settled rule of statutory
construction that the statute will not be given retrospective effect unless the
intention of the Legislature is clearly shown. Miner v. Staford, 326 Ill. p. 204.
It will therefore be necessary to consider the language that was used by the
Legislature in passing the amendments that are under consideration. The
language used is as follows:

"To pensioners who by reason of police service are now receiving
or are entitled to receive annuities, pensions or other bene8ts under the
law or laws prior to this Act,"

are to receive the amounts set forth in the Iaw as amended, and, from the
record in this case, it appears that the pensioners who are now receiving
pensions will be paid at an increased rate.
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Following the rule that the Court has already called to the attention of
the parties, that the intent of the Legislature is to be considered in determining
the question as to whether this increase applies to those already receiving
pensions, it seems to the Court that the language is clear and there is not much
room for doubt but what the Legislature intended that the pensioners who
are now receiving pensions are to be paid in accordance with the schedule
provided in the amendatory act.

Having reached the conclusion that the Court has, it will therefore be
the order of this Court that the Bill filed herein be dismissed for want of
equity.

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON PENSION LAW AND
RULES

Miss Dutton, Chairman of the Committee on Pension Law and RuIes,
presented the following reports of the Committee:

The "Emeritus Service Rule"
The Committee on Pension Law and Rules presdnts the following report

in regard to the "Emeritus Service Rule" of the Board of Education:

ADOPTION OF THE F~IERITUS RULE.
The Board of Education at its meeting of December 9, 1925, amended and

adopted as a Rule of the Board of Education a recommendmtion,of Superin-
tendenft McAndrew providing that ,teachers, principals, and other members of
the Education Department (except the Superintendent of Schools) upon reach-ing the age of 70, be retired from regular classroom and supervisory service
and assigned to a branch of 'the educational service to be known as "Emeritus
Service". (See proceedings of the Board of Education for November 25, 1925,
page 469, Repor,t 13165, and of December 9, 1925, page 561, Report A-13398.)
The persons so transferred to Emeritus service were to receive one-half oftheir average sal,ary for the last ten years of service, with a minimum of $1,500and a maximum of $ 2,500.

Under this Rule the Board of Education on January 13, 1926, retired from
regular service and assigned to Emeritus Service 74 members of the teachingforce, retirement to be effective at the beginning of the second semester-January 31, 1926. On each February first and August first since that dateother members of the Education Department were retired in accordance wtih
this rule. In all, 120 persons were so retired.

THE «ARMSTRONG" CASE.
Some of the persons to be retired on February 1, 1926, applied for an in-junction to restrain the Board of Education from putting the RuIe into effect,claiming it was a violation of the Teachers' Tenure Law (Sections 130, 138,and 161 of the Illinois School Act). The suit was filed January 27, 1926, by

James E. Armstrong, Chester C. Dodge, and Mary R. Hecox-three of the per-sons to be retired. Judge Hugo M. Friend of the Circuit Court of Cook County,on October 8, 1926, denied the injunction and the case was appealed to theSupreme Court. In December, 1927, the Supreme Court transferred the ease tothe Appellate Court, the Supreme Court holding that it had no jurisdiction ofthe appeal.
On February 14, 1928, the Appellate Court handed down its decision, inwhich it reversed the ruling of the Circuit Court and remanded the cause "tothe Circuit Court, with directions that it enter a decree directing the Boardof Education to restore complainants to their respective positions, as principalsand teachers in the Chicago public schools, as of the date of their said retire-
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ment or removal therefrom by said Board about January 30, 1926, but that their

tenure in said positions be subject to the provisions of said 'Miller Aet,' as

originally in force on May 19, 1926, and as amended on June 24, 1927."

The attorneys for the Board of Education on February 24, 1928, filed a

petition for a rehearing in the Appellate Court. On February 28th the Appellate

Court refused to grant a rehearing.

In accordance with the directions of February 14th, Judge Friend in the

Circuit Court on April 30, 1928, ordered the Board of Education to restore the

complainants to their respective positions as principals and teachers, and on
May 2, 1928, the Board of Education reinstated in their former positions the

eight principals and eleven teachers whose names were still on the Emeritus

Service List. ( See proceedings of the Board of Education, May 2, 1928, pages

1177 and 1178, Reports Nos. B-20575 and C-20575.) By this time all those

placed on emeritus service had become parties to the suit.

The matter of compensation due the complainant principals and teachers

was reserved for further consideration by the Court and no decision on this

phase of the matter has yet been rendered.

RETIREMENT UNDER COMPULSORY AND VOLUNTARY RETIREMENT LAW.

On May 19, 1926, the Governor signed the Compulsory Retirement Law,

and under its provisions, on February first and August first of each year, those '

persons on the Emeritus Service who reached the ages specified in the Com-

pulsory Retirement Law were permanently retired from the service. Since

August 1, 1927, others on the Emeritus Service retired voluntarily under the

Voluntary Retirement Law. (The Compulsory and Voluntary Retirement Law

is set forth in the proceedings of the Pension Board of September 16, 1927,

page 265, Report 902.)

THE "LELAND" CASE.

In January, 1926, after the Board had taken ,action to retire the 74 persons

under the Emeritus Rule one of these persons, Samuel Leland, applied for a

mandamus to prevent the Board of Education from so retiring him. His peti-

tion was denied in the Circuit Court of Cook County; the case was appealed

to the Supreme Court, and transferred by the Supreme Court to the Appellate

Court. On February 14, 1928, the Appellate Court rendered its decision in this

case. The decision of the Circuit Court was amrmed and the mandamus de-

nied because the petitioner had not complied with the formalities required by

the law although the decision stated that the petitioner might be entitled to

the relief asked for by mandamus.

Because the arguments and decisions on the Emeritus Service Rule affect

so vitally the interpretation of the Teachers' Tenure Law, a part of which is

also part of the Teachers' Pension Law, the Committee recommends that this
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report be approved and that the following documents, submitted herewith and
made a part of this report, be printed in the proceedings:

First. Each of said complainants is and continuously for many years last

past has been a resident and a citizen and a taxpayer and a duly qualified legal
voter of and in the said City of Chicago, and is and during all that time has
been the owner of taxable property located in said city and county, and said
Armstrong and Dodge and each of them is the owner of real estate located
in said county and have paid taxes Ievied on the same during and for many
years continuously last past before said year 1924, and for and during all that
time has been a teacher in the public schools of said city, that is to say, said
James E. Armstrong has been and is the principal of the Englewood High
School in said city, and said Chester C. Dodge has been and is the principal of
the Hibbard High School in said city, and said Mary R. Hecox has been and is
a teacher in the Cameron School in said city, and each of said complainants
had and still has a teacher's certificate, that is, a certificate as such principal
or as such teacher, as the case may be, authorizing each complainant to teach -
in the public schools in said city and to perform the respective public services
in said schools which is and has been by each of them so performed in said
city.

Second. The City of Chicago is a municipal corporation organized and
existing under the laws of the State of Illinois. The said city exists under and
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by virtue of a charter heretofore granted to it as thereafter amended from
time to time, so far as the same remains in force and unrepealed or unmodified
by an act afterwards adopted by it and hereafter mentioned, and amendments
thereto. Said charter and amendments thereto were each and ali public acts
of the State of Illinois. In the year 1875 said City of Chicago by adopting
such act in the manner therein provided, which it did, became incorporated
under an act of the State of Illinois entitled, "An Act to Provide for the
Incorporation of Cities and Villages"; approved April 18, 1872; and contin-
uously since then said city has been and is incorporated under said last above
entitled act, and acts amendatory thereof, and also under said charter and
amendments thereto, so far as said charter and amendments are in force and
unrepealed or unmodified by said above entitled act and the acts amendatorY
thereof. For more than twenty (20) years continuously last past, said city
has been and is a city having a DOPulation exceeding one hundred thousand
(100,000) inhabitants. Said William E. Dever is and for more than a year
continuously last past has been the mayor of said City of Chicago, said John
A. Cervenka is and for more than a year continuously last past has been city
treasurer of the City of Chicago; said Martin .f. O'Brien is and for more than a
year continuously last past has been comptroller of the City of Chicago.

Third. The said defendants hereinabove mentioned as members of the
Board of Education of the City of Chicago each of whom was heretofore ap-pointed by the mayor of the said city, by and with the advice and comment
of the city council of said city as such member of said Board, since such
appointment as such members of said Board and continuously for more thanone year last past, each of them has been and acted as and is a member of said
Board. Heretofore, said Board of Education elected said Edward B. Ellicottwho was then and there one of its members, president of said Board andsince his said election he has been and is such president. Heretofore, saidBoard of Education elected said Edgar N. Greenebaum, who was then andthere one of its members, vice-president; heretofore the Board of Educationof the City of Chicago duly appointed William McAndrew superintendent ofschools and since his appointment and for more than one year continuouslylast past he has been and is such superintendent of schools of the City ofChicago; heretofore the Board of Education duly appointed Charles E. Gilbertsecretary of the Board of Education and since his appointment and for morethan one year continuously last past he has been and is such secretary of theBoard of Education. Said defendant, Harry H. Brackett, is and for morethan one year continuously last past has been auditor of said Board ofEducation.

Each of said complainants was more than ten ( 10) years ago duly ap-pointed by said Board of Education to be a teacher, that is, said Armstrong tobe a principal, and said Dodge to be a principal and said Hecox to be a teacherin the public schools of said City of Chicago and each of them has continuouslyduring all that time, rendered satisfactory service as such principal or teacher.Each such complainant during all that time has been efficient and has com-plied with the rules of the Board of Education concerning conduct and em-ciency. Said James E. Armstrong has so served as principal of the EnglewoodHigh School in said city, for the period of seven years continuously last pastand was a principal in the public schools of said city for many years before
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that time; and said Chester C. Dodge has continuously so served as the prin-

cipal of Hibbard High School in said city for the period of nine years con-

tinuously last past and was a principal in the public schools of said city for
many years before that time, and the said Mary R. Hecox has been a teacher

in the Cameron School in said city for more than fifteen years last past and

has been a teacher in the public schools of said city for nineteen years and

five months, but has not been such a teacher in any of the public schools of

said city for a period of twenty years, and is a good teacher and has long
been and is now rated and marked as "superior", which is the highest grade

for marking and has been and is so certified by said defendant, William Mc-

Andrew, superintendent of schools.

There is no cause within the meaning of the statute for the removal of any

of the complainants from such complainant's present position in the public

schools of said city. No written charges have ever been preferred by the su-

perintendent of schools against any of these complainants, and no such charges

have ever been heard by said Board or any duly authorized committee of the

same, and no thirty days' notice or any notice whatever with or without a

copy of any charges has ever been served upon either or any of these com-

plainants; and no charges have ever been made or preferred against any of

them. None of these complainants has been present together with counsel or

otherwise or offered any evidence or made any defense to any charges or been

afforded any opportuntiy so to do. None of these complainants is or stands

suspended as by the rules of said Board prescribed or otherwise. Each of these 1

complainants is and for long has been in active and continuous service in the *

public schools of said city and a member of the teaching force and engaged

in either classroom or supervising duties, and is now so engaged, and each of

them is more than seventy years of age. Said complainant, Mary R. Hecox has

been in active and' continuous service' for at least twenty years and said

complainants Armstrong and Dodge each of them has been in such active and

continuous service in the public schools of said city for at least twenty years.

The premises considered, each of these complainants submits and insists that

his or her status and position and employment in the teaching force of said

city as principal or teacher should under the statutes of this state be deter-
mined by merit only and that the appointments of said complainant teacher
and of said complainant principals have by virtue of the statute, become per-
manent and are permanent, subject only to the rules of said Board concerning

conduct and efficiency, and subject to removal only for cause in the manner
provided by Section 161 of an act of the General Assembly of the State of

Illinois, entitled "An act to establish and maintain a system of free schools";

approved and enforced June 12th, 1909, as amended; and that the words "teach-
ers and principals" should be construed (and they are here used) to include
all members of the teaching force except the superintendent of schools, assistant
and district superintendents, and members of the Board of Examiners as made

and provided in Sections 138 and 161, and the different sections of said last

mentioned act as amended.
Fottrth, Heretofore and on the 9th day of December, A. D. 1925, the Board

of Education of the City of Chicago at its regular meeting then and there held,
considered, and eight of its members then and there voted for the adoption of
the following resolution:



June 22, 447 1928

"BE IT RESOLVED, That the rules of the Board of Education
of the City of Chicago be and the same are hereby amended by adding
a new article to be known as Article 7 A, Chapter IV, and to read as
follows:

"Section 1. There is hereby created a branch of the educational
service of the Board of Education which shall be known as Emeritus
Service to which all members of the teaching force including teachers,
principals, supervisors, directors, district superintendents, assistant su-
perintendents, superintendents, other than the Superintendent of
Schools, and examiners, except as hereinafter provided, shall be as-
signed when they shall have respectively reached the age of 70 years.
Provided, however, such assignments shall be made only in cases where
said persons have been in active and continuous service in the public
schools of the City of Chicago for at least twenty years prior to such
retirement. Hereafter no member of the teaching force shall be con-
tinued in classroom or supervising duties who shall be more than sev-
enty years of age.

"Section 2. It shall be the duty of the Superintendent of Schools
on the first day of January and the first day of July in each year or as
soon thereafter as possible, to report to the Board of Education in
writing the names of all persons of the teaching force who have or will
have attained the age of 70 years on the first day of February or Au-
gust next ensuing and he shall recommend (unless he is of the opin-
ion that charges shall be preferred against such persons in accordance
with the Statute and Rules in such cases made and provided) that such
persons shall be retired from regular classroom or supervisory service
and shall be assigned to the class of service known as Emeritus Service
and be subject to the call of the Superintendent of Schools or the
Board of Education for consultation, advice and such other service as
may from time to time be required.

"Section 3. Each person so transferred to Emeritus Service shall
be paid annually during the continuance of such service a sum equal
to one-half of the average annual salary received by such person during
the ten years preceding his transfer to Emeritus Service, .but no person
so transferred shall receive annually less than Mfteen hundred dollars
($1,500) nor more than twenty-five hundred ($2,500) dollars."

And thereupon said Board of Education and said members thereof ordain,
give out and claim that thereby the said Sections 1, 2 and 3 mentioned in said
resolution, became and are rules of said Board of Education and said Board of
Education and members theerof and said superintendent of schools threaten
and proclaim and announce that they and each of them will cause said sup-
posing rules contained in said resolution, to be enforced, carried out and obeyed
and threaten to expend and pay out and cause to be expended and paid out
from the public school funds of said city and from the taxes levied on taxable
property in said city for educational purposes, such sums of money as may
be necessary to pay the said compensation and salaries mentioned in said Sec-
tion 3 to the divers present membars of the teaching force of said city who
may be placed in said Emeritus Service, aggregating a large amount, to-wit,
Sixty-five Thousand ($65,000.00) Dollars, for this current year, payable' in
monthly installments hereafter, and for the year 1927, a sum much in excess
of said last mentioned aggregate sum.

Fifth. And afterwards and on the 13th day of January, A. D. 1926, the
said Board of Education at its regular meeting then and there being held in
said City, adopted and concurred in a report of the said superintendent of
schools which was and is in the words and fgures following, to-wit:
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[Here follows the report (No. 1363,7-B) entitled "Emeritus Service List"
containing the names of the 74 principals and teachers 10130 were placed on.
Em.eritlis Service. This report is printed in the proceedings of the Board of
Ed*cation, January 13, 1927, p. 612.]

The names of these complainants are among the names set forth in said
last mentioned report. Pursuant to their said threats, said Board of Education
and its members and said superintendent of schools have given out to the
public press and otherwise, that at a meeting of said Board to be held before
said February 1st, 1926, and on Wednesday, January 27th, A. D. 1926, at two
0'clock p. m., at a meeting then to be held, or as soon thereafter as possible,
they will select persons to fill the present positions of each of these complain-
ants and of each of the other persons mentioned on said Emeritus Service
list 13535-B, being seventy-four (74) in number. The promises considered,
these complainants submit and insist that the said resolution and said Sections
1, 2 and 3 thereof, purporting to be new rules, are contrary to the limitations
contained in said' 'Act to establish and maintain a system of free schools, as
amended, and beyond the power and authority of said Board of Education as
limited by Section 131 of said Act and other sections thereof, all as amended,
and that said supposed last mentioned rules are void and of no effect. ,

Sixth. In further carrying out their said threats to carry into effect said
Sections 1,2 and 3 and to displace complainants and others from their said
positions, said Board and the members thereof and the said superintendent
of schools, have caused said superintendent of schools to, and he has, on Jan-
uary 20th, 1926, sent a notice to each of the persons mentioned in said report ·,
13535-B, reciting the adoption of said report on January 13th, 1926, by said
Board, and tersely, the substance thereof so far as the safne applies to the
person mentioned in said report, and thereby notified each such person that
at the close of January 31, A. D. 1926, such person is retired from the regular
classroom or supervisory service and is assigned to the class of service known
as "Emeritus Service", subject to the call of the Superintendent of Schools or
Board of Education, for consultation and advice. Complainants say that said
Board and superintendent threaten and give out that on February 1st, 1926,
other persons will be placed in possession of the positions of these complain-
ants respectively and these complainants will be excluded from their respective
positions and prevented from holding the same or acting thereunder, all with-
out any charges against them or trial thereunder.

Seventh. The complainants submit and insist that the enforcement of
said rule would cause an unlawful and unconstitutional divergence of moneys
raised by taxes, would be an unlawful and unconstitutional deprivation of the
right of the complainants to contract for and concerning their services and
without due process of law wouId deprive them of property and would be an
abuse of the discretion vested by law in the Board of Education and that said #
rule is arbitrary, unreasonable, and void and in violation of the state and
federal constitutions. That the enforcement of said rule would result in a
multiplicity of suits and that the complainants have no adequate remedy at
law to recover the damages which they would suffer therefrom.

FORASMUCH, TIll,.REFORE, as the complainants herein are remediless in the
premises by the rules of common law and can have adequate relief only in
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a Court of Equity, and to the end that the said defendants named in the first
paragraph of this bill, who are made defendants to this Bill of Complaint may
full, true and perfect answer make under all and similar the matters and things
hereinbefore alleged, reached, shown, stated and charged, but not under oath,
the answer under oath of said defendants and each of tliem being hereby
expressly waived, as to them and each of them, and it is hereby prayed your
Honors forthwith grant a provisional or preliminary Writ of Injunction di-
rected to said last above named defendants and each of them and their attor-
neys, solicitors, agents and servants, omcers, representatives and employes act-
ing or claiming or assuming to act under the authority of said defendants orany one or more of them, and enjoining said defendants and each of them
and their attorneys, solicitors, agents, servants, officers, representatives, em-
ployes and successors in office, respectively, from in any manner enforcing or
attempting to enforce the rule or rules of the Board of Education of the City
of Chicago particularly set forth iii the Bill of Complaint as Sections 1, 2 and 3
and commonly called the "Emeritus Service" rule of the Board of Education
of the City of Chicago or any part or parts of said rule and from discriminating
in any manner because of said rule and the contents and substance thereof
in the treatment, employment or failure to employ said coniplainants or sus-
pending or dismissing them from classroom or supervisory service of said
Board of Education (or in any recommendation concerning any of said mat-
ters therefor) as to principals, teachers or other members of the teaching force
of the said Board of Education, and from preventing these complainants or
any of them from continuing in their respective classroom or supervisory
duties and from transferring these complainants or any of them to Emeritus ~
Service and from reporting the names of all persons of the teaching force who
have or will have attained the age seventy ( 70) years on the first day of any
then next February or August hereafter and from retiring or recommending
the retirement or considering such recommendation of retirement from regular
classroom service or supervisory service of these complainants or any of themand from assigning these complainants or any of them to the class of service
known as Emeritus Service and from paying out or expending any moneys
from the public school funds of said city or said Board and from the taxes
collected for educational purposes in said city, or any sums as for the coIn-
pensation for Emeritus Service. All until this Court in Chancery sitting shall
make other order to the contrary and that upon the final hearing herein said
injunction may be made perpetual and said rule or rules last above mentioned
way be decreed to be unlawful, invalid, null and void and held for naught
and the same is contrary to and in violation of the provisions of the constitu-
lions of the State of Illinois and the provisions of the constitution of the
United States of America.

AND MAY IT PLEASE YOUR IIONORS to grant such other, further and dif-
ferent relief in the premises as equity may require and to your Honors shall
seem meet.

Eighth. May it please your I-Ionors to cause this Summons in Chancery
to be issued ill due form by the Clerk of this Court and under the seal thereof
commanding the sheriff of tile said Cook County to summon the said defen-dants to be and appear before this honorable court oil the first day of the
next term thereof to be holden on the first Monday of March, A. D. 1926, being
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the first day of said March, for then and there to answer this bill and stand

by and abide the further order of this Court.

Ninth. May it please your Honors to grant to these complainants, the

Peoples Writ of Injunction directed to the said defendants mentioned in para-

graph one of this bilI, enjoining the said defendants and others under them

in manner and form as said injunction is prayed for and set forth in the prayer 1
for relief.

the United States of America, and to grant such other, further and different
relief in the premises as equity may require and to your Honors shall seem
meet.

Two. The complainants by way of supplement, further represent that since
the filing of said bill, one of the defendants, William McAndrew, as Superin-
tendent of Schools, presented his report and recommendation to the defendant,
the Board of Education, at a meeting held by it on the 27th day of January,
1926, which said report and recommendation is in words and figures substan-
tially as follows:

Mr. Justice Gridlet/ deU'vered the opinion of the Court.
This is an appeal from a decree of the Circuit Court of Cook Cokinty, en-

tered October 8, 1926, wherein the court after a hearing dismissed complainants'
original bill (Mled January 27, 1926) and supplemental bill (filed January 30,
1926) for want of equity. Complainants sought to enjoin the enforcement of cer.
tain rules, adopted by the Board of Education on December 9, 1925, and known
as the "Emeritus" rules, wherein it was provided inter alia that "hereafter no
member of the teaching force shall be continued in class room or supervisory ,,
duties who shall be more than seventy years of age." At the time of the fling
of the original bill two of the complainants were seventy. years of age and one
was seventy-three; two had served as principals or teachers in schools of the
city for more than 20 years, and one as a teacher for nearly that length of
time; all were performing their respective duties. The appeal was taken to the
Supreme Court, but on December 21, 1927, the cause was transferred to this
appellate court, the Supreme Court holding that it had no jurisdiction of the
appeal. (Armstrong v. City of Chicago, 328 Ill. 147.)

The bill was filed also in behalf of all other principals and teachers simi-
larly situated who desired to join as complainants. It alleges that each com-
plainant is a resident, voter and tax-payer in Chicago; that Armstrong has been
and is principal of the Englewood High School, and Dodge of the Hibbard High
School; that Miss Hecox has been and is a teacher in the Cameron School;
that during their Iong period of service in the schools each "has complied with
the rules of the board of education concerning conduct and efficiency"; that
*'there is no cause within the meaning of the statutes for the removal of any
of the complainants from their present positions" ; that no charges have ever
been preferred against any of them, nor have any of them ever been suspended
from their positions; that under the statutes their status as principals or
teachers "should be determined by merit only," and each of their appointments
"has become permanent, subject only to the rules of the board concerning con-
duet and efficiency, and subject to removal for cause in the manner provided
by section 161 of the Schools Act"; and that on December 9, 1925, the Board
of Education adopted the following resolution:
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"Be it resolved that the rules of the Board of Education of the City of
Chicago, be, and the same are, hereby amended by adding a new article
to be known as Article 7A, Chapter IV, and to read as follows:

Section 1. There is hereby created a branch of the educational service
of the Board of Education which shall be known as 'Emeritus Service,'
to which all members of the teaching force, including teachers, princi.
pals, supervisors, directors, district superintendents, assistant superintend-
ents, superintendents other than the Superintendent of Schools, and exam-

call of the Superintendent of Schools or the Board of Education for con-
sultation, advice and such other service as may from time to time be
required.

Section 3. Each person so transferred to 'Emeritus Service' shall be
paid annually during the continuance of such service a sum equal to one-
half of the average annual salary received by such person during the ten
years preceding his transfer to 'Emeritus Service' but no person so trans-
ferred shall receive annually less than Fifteen Hundred Dollars nor more
than Twenty-five Hundred Dollars."

The bill further alleges that the Board has announced that in the enforce-
ment of said rules it will pay out of the school funds, to those members of its
teaching force to be placed in such service, $65,000 for the current year and
larger sums thereafter; that on January 13, 1926, the Board concurred in a
report of the Superintendent of Schools (No. 13535-B, dated December 31,
1926, copy set forth) wherein there were named seventy-four (74) principals
or teachers in the schools, including complainants, who are more than sev-
enty years of age or who will attain that age on February lst, and who will
be placed in such service; that the Board also has announced that at the meet-
ing, to be held on January 27, 1926, it will select persons to fill the positions
of complainants and of all others named in said report; and that said rules,
so adopted and so to be enforced, "are contrary to the limitations contained
in said Schools Act," and are "beyond the power and authority of said Board
of Education, as limited by section 131 of said Act and other sections, as
amended," and "are void and of no effect."

The bill further alleges that on January 20, 1926, complainants, and the
other persons affected, were notified that on January 31st they would be
retired from their classroom and supervisory service and "assigned to the
'Emeritus Service', subject to the call of the Superintendent of Schools, or the
Board, for consultation or advice;" that this will result in their being ex-
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cluded from their present respective positions without any charges having
been preferred against them and without any trials had thereunder; that
the proposed action will cause "unlawful and unconstitutional diversions of
moneys raised by taxes", will "deprive complainants of property without
due process of law", and will be "an abuse of discretion vested by law iIi
the Board of Education"; and that the ruIes "are arbitrary, unreasonable and
void and in violation of the State and Federal Constitutions", that their
enforcement will result in a multiplicity of suits, and that complainants
have no adequate remedy at law for the recovery of damages thereby to
be suffered by them.

The bill prayed for a preliminary as welI as a permanent injunction,
restraining defendants from enforcing or attempting to enforce the rules
as against complainants, from preventing them from performing their class-
room and supervisory duties and from transferring them to said Emeritus
Service.

In complainants' supplemental bill, fled three days later, the events
resulting in their transfer to said service, and in the placing of other per-
sons in their respective former positions, are set forth in considerable
detail. The prayer of the supplemental bill is, that the court forthwith
issue an injunction order, "directing said Board of Education and Superin-
tendent of Schools to restore complainants to their former status, positions
and conditions, and be enjoined from thereafter dismissing, removing or
retiring the complainants, or any of them, from their respective status, posi-
tions and conditions; and that defendants be commanded to order and
cause the several persons, purported to be assigned to take the respective
positions of complainants, to desist and refrain from interfering, or attempt.
ing to interfere with complainants respectively in their positions and the ,
performance of their duties, as held by them at the time of the filing of
their original bill", etc.

On February 4, 1926, complainants' motion for a preliminary injunction
was denied. On March 27, 1926, the Board of Education, its officers and
members and the Superintendent of Schools, filed a joint and several answer
to both bills, and in September, 1926, there was a hearing before the chan-
cellor, at which considerable oral and documentary evidence was introduced
by both parties. Some evidence offered by complainants was excluded.

On the hearing, the said rules, adopted December 9, 1925, were introduced
by complainants, and it appeared that during March, 1926, these rules were
twice amended by the Board, upon recommendation of the Superintendent
of Schools. In the first amendment the provision in section 1, as to the
length of service in the schools was changed from "twenty" to "Efteen"
years, and the words "prior to such retirement" were eliminated, and, in
section 2, the words "shall be retired" were changed to read "shall be
transferred". In the second amendment the provision in section 1, as to the
length of service in the schools was changed from "fifteen" to "ten" years,
It further appeared that shortly prior to January 30, 1926, the three com-
plainants, and others similarly situated, in accordance with said rules and
the action of the Board, ceased acting as principals or teachers and their
respective places, in the performance of classroom or supervisory duties,
were taken by others. Both Armstrong and Miss Hecox testified to the
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effect that since they had been placed in the Emeritus Service they had
not been requested to do much of any work in connection with the schools ;
that each had received a circular letter from the Superintendent of Schools,
dated January 29, 1926, (introduced in evidence) asking them to select
from a list of about 80 topics, 4 or 5 topics as to which they might assist the
Board by work or advice in connection therewith; that each had replied to
the circular, mentioning certain topics, but that they had not yet been
requested to do any work on the topics chosen. Miss Hecox, who latterly
had been a teacher in the "sub-normal division" of the schools, , testified
that on one occasion she was requested to make out a Iist of books, suitable
for the new curriculum committee to read or refer to in making out a
course of studies for said sub-normal division, and that she complied with
the request and made out such a list, taking about fifteen minutes in writing
it. The evidence, however, did not disclose that complainants, or any other
former principals or teachers assigned to said service, had been required
to do any work, or give any advice. Armstrong further testified that he
had been receiving a salary of $6,450 per year as a principal of a school, not
including about $700 received for services in a summer school, but that
since being assigned to said service, he had been receiving a salary, under
protest, at the rate of $2,500 per year.

On the hearing, aIso, there was introduced by complainants a copy, certi-
fled by the Secretary of State of Illinois, of the so-called "Miller Act." It
appears that although this Act was passed by both houses of the legislature
before adjournment in June, 1925, it was not presented to or signed by the
Governor, and did not become a Iaw, until May 19, 1926. (See Cahill's Stat.
1927, chap. 122, p. 2296.) This Act was entitled "An Act to provide for the
CompaiSOrt/ retirement of teachers, principals, district superintendents and
assistant superintendents, and the payment of retirement annuities." And
it was further disclosed on the hearing that, while this act was pending
before the legislature, the Board of Education, through its agents, etc., 'was
very active in urging its passage; and that the Board, believing that the
proposed act had failed to become a law in 1925, passed the rules in question
in December, 1925, and amended them, as shown in March, 1926. In section 1
of said Miller Act it is provided "that, in every city in this State having a pop-
ulation exceeding 250,000 inhabitants, the board of education of such city shall
retire from active service on February 1st and August 1st of each year all
teachers, principals * * in the public schools of such city" in accordance
with a graduated schedule to become operative in the future, viz., in the year
1926, all teachers, principals, etc., seventy-five or more years of age; in the
year 1927, all such seventy-four or more years of age; in the year 1928, all such
seventy-three or more years of age; in the year 1929, all such seventy-two or
more years of age; and in the year 1930, ali such seventy or more years of age.
Inasmuch as about January 30, 1926, (when said Emeritus rules became ef-
fective and first were acted upon) two of the complainants, and some of the
other teachers, were only seventy years of age, it is apparent that, had said act
then been in force, complainants and such other teachers could not lawfully
linder said act be retired, compulsorily, from their positions until during the
year 1929, when they will have reached the age of seventy-three years. Section
2 of said Miller Act is as follows:
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"Each ·person so retired from active service who served in the public
schools of such city for twenty or more years prior to guch
retirement, shall be paid the sum of afteen hundred dollars ($1,500)
annually and for life from the date of such retirement from the money de-
rived from the general tax levy for educational purposes: Provided, that
any teacher, principal, * * so retired and receiving such annuity shall
be subject to the call of the superintendent of schools, in such city for con-
sultation and advisory service : And, provided, further, that nothing in this
Act contained shall in any way impair or prejudice any rights of a teacher,
principal * *, so retired, to annuity under other statutory provisions
concerning any teachers' pension fund, or teachers' pension and retirement
fund, established in accordance with the provisions of any statute of this
State; and shall not repeal or modify any other such statutory provisions."

An examination of the session laws of 1927 (Laws 1927, p. 792; see also,
Cahill's Stat. 1927, p. 2296) discloses that our legislature at that session treated
said Miller Act as being one which became in force on May 19, 1926, (about
four months before the hearing in the present case) and passed an act amenda-
tory thereof, approved June 24, 1927, in which the title of said act was amended,
and a new section, No. 3, was added thereto, providing as well for the voluntarl/
retirement of teachers, principals, etc., "who are 65 or more years of age and
who have not reached the age of compulsory retirement as provided in sections
one and two" of the act, and the payment to such teachers, etc., in graduated
amounts, of "annuities for life from the monies derived from the general tax
levy for educational purposes."

Some of the pertinent sections, or parts thereof, of the Schools Act of 1909,
as amended, and particularly some of the 1917 amendments, to certain sections,
known as the "Otis" amendments, are set forth below. In 1917, sections 128 to ·
139, inclusive, and section 161, of said act of 1909, applying to Boards of Edu·
cation in Cities exceeding 100,000 inhabitants, were amended,-these amended
sections becoming in force on April 20,1917. (Laws 1917, p. 724.) On April 19,
1917, our Supreme Court decided the case of People ex reZ. Fursman v. City of
Chicago, 278, Ill. 318, on the basis of said act of 1909, as in force before said
"Otis" amendments became effective; and in the opinion it is said (p. 325) :

"By the statute the board of education in cities having a population of
100,000 or more is given complete control of the schools of the city. Among
its powers is that of employing teachers and fixing the amount of their
compensation. * * The board has no power to make contracts for the
employment of teachers to extend beyond the ensuing school year. * *
A new contract must be made each year with such teachers as it desires to
retain in its employ. No person has a right to demand that he or she shall
be employed as a teacher. The board has the absolute right to decline to
employ or to re-employ any applicant for any reason whatever or for no
reason at all *· * It is no infringement upon tile constitutional rights of '
anyone for the board to decline to employ him as a teacher in the schoola
*

It is our opinion that, in passing said "Otis" amendments, the intention of

the legislature was to secure for teachers and principals in schools in cities
having a population of 100,000 or more, including, of course, Chicago, a per-

manency in the tenure of their positions, and that they be not required to make
yearly contracts with boards of education in such cities. In section 130, as

amended, it is provided in part (Cahill's Stat., 1927, p. 2279) :
"Appointments, promotions and transfers of teachers, principals, assistant

and districts superintendents, and all other employees in the teaching force,
shall be made * * by the board of education, only upon the recommenda-
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tion of the superintendent of schools, unless it be by a two-thirds vote of
all the members of the board."

In section 131, as amended, it is provided in part:
"The board of education shall, subject to the Zi,nitations contained in this

Act, establish by-laws, rules and regulations , which shall have the force of
ordinances, for the proper maintenance of a uniform system of discipline
for both employees and pupils, and for the entire management of the
schools, * e

In section 137, as amended, it is provided (Cahill's Stat. 1927, p. 2281) :
"The board of education shall, subject to the Zimitations contained in this

Act, have the power to prescribe the courses and methods of study in the ·
various schools and to employ teachers and other educational employees
and Ex their compensation."

In section 138, as amended, it is provided in part:
"* * Appointments and promotions of teachers, principals and other

educational employees shall be made for merit only, and, after satisfactory
service for a probationary period of three years, * * appointments of
teachers and principals shan become permanent, subject to the rules of the
board concerning conduct and efficiency, and subject to removal for cause
in the manner provided by section 161 of this Act. * *."

In section 139, as amended, it is provided:
"The specifications of the powers herein granted ' are not to be construed

·i~ as exclusive, but the board of education shall exercise all the powers that
may be requisite or proper for the maintenance and the fullest development

f,. ' of an efficient public school system, not inconsistent with these (those)
general provisions of the school law of the State which apply to all school

* districts."

In section 161, as amended in 1917, and as further amended in its last
clause in 1923 (Laws 1923, p. 620; see Cahill's Stat. 1927, p. 2286) it is pro-

vided:
"No teacher or principal who has been or shall be appointed by said

board of education shall (after serving the probationary period of three
years specified in section 138 of this Act) be removed except for cause, and
then only by a vote of not less than a majority of all members of the board,
upon written charges presented by the superintendent of st'hools to be
heard by the board, or a duly authorized committee of the same, after
thirty days' notice with copy of the charges is served upon the person
against whom they are preferred, who shall have the privilege of being
present, together with counsel, offering evidence and making defense there-
to. At the request of any party such hearing shall be public. The action
and decision of the board in the matter shall be final. Pending the hear-
ing of such charges, the person charged may be suspended as by the rules
of the board may be prescribed ; provided, however, that in the event of
acquittal, such person shall not suffer any loss of salary by reason of this
suspension.

If at any time, prior to the completion of 25 years of service, within the

meaning of this Act, any member of the teaching force who is willing to

continue in the service of said board of education is removed from said
,service as provided in this section ; or if at any time, prior to the com-
pletion of 25 years of service, within the meaning of this Act, any member
of the teaching force retires voluntarily from the said service, then in
either such case such member shall, upon application to said board of
trustees, be paid back all the money he or she may have contributed to
said fund."
Said section 161, as so amended, appears among the sections of tile "Schools

Act" of 1909, numbered 152 to 165, inclusive, headed "Teachers' Pension Fund,"

(See Cahill's Stat. 1927, p. 2282, et seq.)
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The main contentions of complainants' counsel, urged for the reversal of
the decree dismissing complainants' bills for want of equity, are, in substance,
(1) that said Emeritus rules are illegal and void, in that the Board of Educa-
tion was without legislative authority to pass them; and (2) that the com-
pulsory retirement thereunder of complainants from their positions as prin-
cipals or teachers in the schools was in effect a removal, in violation of the
provisions of sections 138 and 161 of the Schools Act, as amended by the "Otis"
amendments. After examining the statutes and considering the evidence intro-
duced on the hearing, we are of the opinion that these contentions have sub-
stantial merit.

Under said section 138, as amended, complainants' positions as principals
or teachers in the schools had become permanent, subject (1) "to the rules
of the board concerning conduct and emciency," and (2) "to removaZ for
cause in the manner provided by section 161 of this Act." On the hearing,
defendants' counsel admitted that, prior to the time of complainants' assign-
ment to the Emeritus service, no attempt had been made to remove com-
plainants from their respective former positions under amended section 161,
that no written charges had been preferred against them and that no hearing
on any charges had been had. Counsel stated that the only fact, militating
against their retention of said positions, was that they were seventy or more
years of age. Defendants' counsel further admitted that, if complainants' as-
signment to the Emeritus Service be considered as a removat (as distin-
guished from a transfer) the Board of Education did not have sufficient statu-
tory authority to so assign complainants; but they contended and contend
here, that complainants only were transferred to "another class of service ·.
in the educational department," in which the duties of giving consultation,
advice, etc., had been prescribed by the rules. Counsel further contended,
and contend here, that authority for making such a transfer of teachers or
principals as a class, is found in amended section 130 of the Schools Act,
wherein it is provided that "appointments, promotions and transfers of teach-
ers, principals, etc., shall be made," etc. We cannot agree with either of these
contentions. We think that complainants in effect were removed from their
positions as principals or teachers, in violation of the provisions of said
amended section 161, and that the words "appointments, promotions and trans-
fers," as used iii section 130, have reference to individual appointments,
promotions and transfers, rather than to a class of teachers or principals, etc.
The evidence introduced on the hearing discloses that the services or duties,
which complainants (under the Emeritus rules and after their transfer to
such service) were expected to perform and actually were called upon to
perform, were unsubstantial; and also tends to show that the real intent of
the Board, in passing and acting upon said rules, was to retire complainants,
and other principals and teachers who had reached seventy years of age,
virtually upon a pension, and that the consultation and advisory service, as
mentioned in the rules, was in the nature of a pretense or disguise, giving
color to the claim that complainants stilI were in the educational service,
Whereas in fact they really had been retired or removed therefrom.

Defendants' counsel, in defending the Board's actions complained of,
direct attention to the fact that the permanency of complainants' positions as
principals or teachers, as provided in said section 138, was "subject to the
rules of the board concerning conduct and efficiency," and also that amended
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section 139 provides that "the board of education shall exercise all the powers
that may be requisite or proper for the maintenance and fullest development
of an efident public school system." Counsel contended in substance before
the chancellor and contend here, that, because of these provisions and without
regard to those contained in said amended section 161, the Board of Educa-
tion had statutory authority to pass the rules in question, and to retire
thereunder, complainants and the other principals and teachers as a group or
Grass after their reaching the age of seventy years, upon the presumption that
all in such group or class, solely because of age, had become inemcient to
perform classroom or supervisory duties, although none of the individuals
of the group or class had been shown to be inefficient to perform such duties.
We cannot agree with the contention. We think that the words "concern-

ing conduct and efficiency," as used in said amended section 138, clearly refer
to the conduct and efliciency of an individual principal or teacher, etc. One
of the definitions of the word "conduct", as found in the Century Dictionary,
is "personal behavior or practice," and one of the definitions of "efficiency"
is, "the state of possessing or having acquired adequate knowledge or skill
in any art, profession, or duty." Considering together the provisions of
amended sections 138, 139 and 161, we think the Board of Education' could
pass reasonable rules as to the personal conduct and efriciency of principals,
teachers, etc.; that the permanency of the tenure of such employees would
be subject to such rules; and that, if it be proven that any one of such em-
ployees, after charges preferred and a hearing had, had violated said rules
or had ceased to measure up to them, such employee as an individual might
be retired or removed; but we do not think it was the legislative intent that
the board might retire, and in effect remove, all the principals, or teachers, or
other employees, of a class, solely upon the ground that each individual
in that class, because of reaching a certain age, should be presumed to be
inefficient, without charges being preferred as to the inemciency of each indi-
vidual, and without an opportunity beiiig given him to defend at a hearing,
and without any proof of his actual inemciency.

Complainants' counsel, as further grounds for a reversal of the decree
appealed from, also contend that the Emeritus rules are invalid, (a) because
they provide for the disbursement of public money,s without substantial
services being rendered therefor, and (b) because they in emect attempt to
establish a pension system in conflict with the teachers' pension provisions
as contained in the Schools Act. In view of our above holdings we do not
deem it necessary to discuss or decide these questions.

In conclusion, we are of the opinion, that the Circuit Court erred in
entering the decree dismissing complainants' bills for want of equity. Ac-
cordingly, such decree is reversed and tile cause is remanded to the Circuit
Court, with directions that it enter a decree directing the Board of Education
to restore complainants to their respective positions, as principals and teachers
in the Chicago public schools, as of the date of their said retirement or removal
therefrom by said Board about January 80, 1926, but that their tenure in
said positions be subject to the provisions of said "Miller Act", as originally
in force on May 19, 1926, and as amended on June 24, 1927.

REVERSED AND REMANDED WITH DIRECTIONS

Mz. JusTICE GRIDLEY delivered the opinion of the court.

This is an appeal from an order of the Circui,t Court, entered October 11,
1926, sustaining defendant's demurrer to plain,tiff's second amended petition for
mandamus and dismissing the petition, which plaintiff elected to stand by. The
appeal originally was taken to the Supreme Court, but on April 20, 1927, the
cause was transferred to this Appellate Court,-the Supreme Court holding that
it had no jurisdiction of the cause. (Peopk v. Board of Editcation, 325 Ill.
320.)

The original petition was filed on April 8, 1926. In the amended petition,
after stating that defendant is a body politic and corporate, existing by virtue
of an act of the legislature, entitled "An Act to establish and maintain a system
of free schools," approved and in force June 12, 1909, as subsequently amended,
it is alleged that petitioner applied to defendant for a position as a teacher in
the public schools, submitted to the required examinations, etc.; that in Sep-
tember, 1907, he was notified that he had been assigned to the Mckinley High
School, since which time he there continuously served as a teacher until his
removal on April 6, 1926; and that at the time of his removal there were in
force and effect inter aria, certain rules and regulations, adopted by defendant
on December 9, 1925, known as the "Emeritus" rules (set out in full), wherein
it is provided that "hereafter no member of the teaching force shall be con-
tinued in classroom or supervisory duties who shall be more than seventy years
of age."

It is further alleged that on March 10, 1926, defendant so amended these
rules as to make them applicable to teachers or principals of schools who had
reached the age of seventy years and had been in active and continuous service
for at least fifteen years, that on March 24, 1926, the Superintendent of Schools
made written recommendation to defendant (Report No. 14,102) that peti-
tioner, who shortly before had attained the age of seventy years, be assigned
to the "Emeritus Service; " that on April 3, 1926, defendant concurred in the
recommendation, and notified petitioner of its action transferring him to said
service, "subject to the call of the Superintendent of Schools, or of the Board of
Education, for consultation, advice, and such other services as may from time
to time be required;" and that on April 6, 1926, said order of transfer having
become effective, another person took charge of petitioner's classes.
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It is further alleged that from the year 1907, when petitioner first entered

upon his duties as teacher, until 1921, he received as compensation for his

services the annual salary of $1,200, and that beginning with the year 1921, and

until his transfer, he received $3,800; that no written charges were preferred

against him; that he does not stand suspended as a teacher; that at all times
he has complied with defendant's rules concerning "conduct and efficiency ;"
that his said transfer "constitutes and is a removal of your petitioner as a
teacher within the meaning of sections 138 and 161" of said Schools Act, as

amended; that said rules are unlawful and void, are arbitrary and unreason-
able, deprive petitioner of his right to contract for his services, and "deprive
him of his property and rights without due process of law;" and that, by virtue
of the statutes, his appointment as a teacher had "become permanent and
is permanent, subject only to removal for cause in the manner provided for by
said sections 138 and 161, as amended," etc.

The prayer of the petition is that the writ issue "commanding the Board of

Education to reinstate petitioner as a teacher in the public schools of the city,

and restore him to the standing and compensation enjoyed and received on
April 6,1926," etc.

The facts, as alleged, present a case on the merits very similar to that

presented in the equity case of irmstrong et af. v. City/ of Chicago et al., No.

32497; in which we have this day filed an opinion and to which reference is
made. But, in the amended mandamus petition in the present case, it is to

be noticed that there is no allegation that petitioner, at any time or in any
manner prior to the commencement of the action, made any demand upon the
Board of Education that it reinstate him as a teacher in said schools and

restore him to the standing and compensation formerly enjoyed and received.
Because it does not affirmatively appear on the face of the petition that such

a demand was made and refused, we are of the opinion that the Circuit Court
T was justified in sustaining the demurrer to the petition and dismissing it upon

that ground , and only upon that ground . In Murphj v. City Of Park Ridge,

298 Ill. 66, it is said (pp. 70, 71) : "The peremptory writ of mandamus is not

a writ of right. It will not be issued in a doubtful case. The petitioner must

by averment and proof show a clear right to the writ. * * 4 Whether de-

mand and refusal to perform were necessary to be averred and proved depends
upon whether the act sought to be coerced involved the public interest or was
a mere private right. * * * The general rule is, that before applying for the
writ of mandamus demand should be made on defendant to perform the par-
ticular act or duty and a refusal to comply therewith, but that rule does not
apply where the duty is a public one, affecting the public at large. (PeopZe v.

Green, 281 Ill. 52.) " In State Board of Equalization v. People, 191 Ill. 528, 540,

it is said: "In cases, however, where the duty sought to be enforced is of a
public nature, affecting the people at large, and there is no one especially em-
powered to demand its performance, there is no necessity for a demand and re-
fusal." In People v. Town of Mount Morris, 137 Ill. 576, 579, it is said: "But

where the person aggrieved claims the immediate and personal benent of the
act or duty the performance of which is sought, he must first make a demand
in order to lay the foundation for relief by mandamus." We think that the
present case is one where the general ruIe, requiring the alleging and proving

of a demand and a refusal is applicable, 4nasmuch as it appears that petitioner
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is seeking relief by the extraordinary writ for his immediate and personalbene~t.

We do not wish to be understood, in view of our holdings as above, thatpetitioner might not be entitled to the relief prayed for by mandamus, afterallegation and proof of demand made for his restoration as a teacher in theschools and the refusal of the Board to comply therewith, or to similar reliefby proper proceedings in a court of equity.
For the sole reason indicated, the judgment of the Circuit Court in dis-missing said amended mandamits petition is affirmed. AFFIRMED.

PETITION OF APPELLEES FOR REHEARING.

And now conie the appellees in the above entitled calise by James Todd,
their attorney, and petition the court for a rehearing in the above entitled
cause, and as grounds for such petition respectfully submit the following,
to-wit:

I.

On page 12 of the opinion filed herein the court say:
"They (defendant's counsel) contended and contend here, that

complainants only wore transferred to 'another class of service in the
educational department,' in which the duties of giving consultation,
advice, etc., had been prescribed by the rules. Counsel further con-
tended, and contend here, tha.t authority for making such a transfer of
teachers or princi])als as a class, is found in amended section 130 of the
Schools Act, wherein it is provided that 'appointments, promotions,
and transfers of teachers, principals, etc., shall be made,' etc. We
cannot agree with either of these contentions. We think
that complainants in effect were removed from their positions as
principals or teachers, in violation of the provisions of said amended
section 161, and that the words 'appointments, promotions, and trans-
fers,' as used in section 130, have reference to individual appoint-
nients, promotions, and transfers, rather than to a class of teachers
or principals, etc. The evidence introduced on the hearing discloses
that the services or duties, whicli complainants (under the Emeritus
rules and after theil· trans!-er to such service) were expected to per-
form and actually were called upon to perform, were unsubstantial;
and also tends to show that the real intent of the Board, in passing
and acting upon said rules, was to retire complainants, and other
principals and teachers who had reached seventy years of age. virtu-
ally iii)on a pension, and that the consultation and advisory service, as
mentioned in the rules, was in the nature of a pretense or disguise,
giving color to the claim that complainants still were in the educa-
tional service, whereas in fact they really had been retired or re-
moved therefrom."
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We respectfully submit that the court has misapprehended the foundations
in law which counsel for the Board of Education contended and still contend,
are authority for the adoption of the Emeritus rule and the transfer of teachers
or principals, as a class. to another branch of service. Our contention is
based, first of all, on Section I of Article VIII of the Constitution, under the
title "Education", which provides:

"The General Assembly shall provide a thorough and efficient
system of free schools, whereby all children of this state may receive
a good common school education."
Section 139 of the School Act, as amended in 1917, provides:

"The specifications of the powers herein granted are not to be
construed as exclusive, but the board of education shall exercise all
the powers thal may be requisite or I)roper for the maintenance and
the fullest development of ail efficient public school system, not incon-
sistent with those general provisions of the school law of the State
which apply to all school districts."

The learned court will observe that the language of Section 139 is very
similar to that used in the Constitution. The Constitution directs the Legis-
lature to provide an efficient school system. Section 139 provides that the
Board of Education of the City of Chicago shall exercise all the powers that
may be requisite or proper for the maintenance and fullest development of
"an efficient school system." The grant of power by the Legislature to the
Board of Education is as wide and sweeping as the mandate of the Constitu-
tion to the Legislature.

Section 130 of the School Act, as amended in 1917, has the following
provision:

"Appointments, promotions and transfers of teachers, principals,
assistant and district superintendents, and all other employees in the
teaching force, shall be made ***by the board of education. only
upon the recommendation of the superintendent of schools, unless it
be by a two-thirds vote of all the members of the board".
Section 131, as amended in 1917, has the following provision:

"The board of education shall, subject to the limitations con-
tained in this Act, establish by-laws, rules and regulations, which shall
have t.he force of ordinances, for the proper maintenance of a uniform
system of discipline for both employees and pupils, and for the en-
tire management of the schools, * * *."
In Section 137 as amended in 1917, it is provided:

"The board of education shall, subject to the limitations con-
tained in this Act, have the power to prescribe the courses and methods
of study in the various schools and to employ teachers and other edu-cational employees and fix their compensation."
In Section 138, as amended, it is provided, in part: _

"* * * Appointments and promotions of teachers, principals andother educational emi)loyees shall be made for merit only, and aftersatisfactory service for a probationary period of three years, ***appointments of teachers and principals shall become permanent, sub-ject to the rules of the board concerning conduct and emciency, andsubject to removal for cause ill the manner provided by section 161of this Act; * * *."

Webster defines the word "systrm" 10 111(,an "11 regular union of prin-
ciples or parts forming one entire thing, as a system of government; a mode
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of operation governed by general laws or rules." It is our contention, based
upon the Constitution and the statutory provisions of the Otis Act and the
express powers thereby granted and the implied powers necessarify and rea-
sonably flowing therefrom, that the Board of Education had plenary power
and authority to adopt the Emeritus Rule pursuant to the command of the
legislature to exercise all the powers that may be "requisite or proper for the
maintenance, and the fullest development of an efficient public school system"
in the City of Chicago.

We respectfully submit that the court in its opinion filed in this cause,
has over-emphasized the rights of the teachers and principals and overlooked
the greater riglits of the pupils and the general public. It has been said by
competent authority (Bates v. Board of Education, 139 Cal. 145) that the pub-

lic schools were not created, nor are they supported for the bene~t of the
teachers therein, but for the benefit of the pupils and the resulting benefit to
their parents and the community at large. Undoubtedly the teachers and
principals have rights which ought to be at all times scrupulously observed
by the school authorities, and, in proper case, protected and enforced by the
courts. Nevertheless, the teachers and principals are only one element com-
prised in the vast school system of the City of Chicago, and their rights, im-
portant as they are, must yield to the rights of pupils (numbering over half
a million), their parents, the taxpayers and the public in general, to demand
that the Board of Education comply -with the clear mandate of the Constitution
and the Otis Act, and maintain and fully develop an efficient school system
in the City of Chicago. We submit, that by reason of the express and implied
powers with which the Board of Education is clothed by the statute, it had the
lawful right and power to adopt and enforce the Emeritus Rule.

Iii adopting the Emeritus Rule and fixing 70 years of age as the time
when members of the teaching force should be relieved from class room or
supervisory service and transferred to the Emeritus Service, the Board of
Education did not act capriciously, or by subterfuge, or fraudulently, or arbi-
trarily, to affect or injure the status of any individual whatsoever. It was not
so charged in the bill, or in the supplemental bill, or on the hearing before
Judge Friend. On the contrary, it was there conceded by counsel for com-
plainants that the Board was acting in good faith (see Rec. 153-154). In pro-
viding for the transfer or assignment of the teaching force to the Emeritus
Service at the age of 70 years, the Board was not acting arbitrarily, or with-
out precedent. That age has been adopted by numerous educational, com-
mercial and industrial bodies. Officers of the United States Army are re-
tired from the service of the National Government at 64 years of age, and
when they arrive at that age are usually of high rank, as for instance General
Pershing, who was recently retired as General of the Army. Doubtless it
will be conceded that officers of the Army retired at 64 are of an intellectual
force and integrity, at least equal to that of any member of the teaching
force of the Chicago public schools, who has been transferred to the Enieritus
Service at 70. The complainants, aniong others affected by the Emeritus
Rule, were active in support of the Miller Act. It was conceded by their

counsel before Judge Friend that tile Miller Act was fostered by tile Board

and by everybody (Abst., 28) ; that both teachers and officials were back of that

act. (Rec., 255.) Mr. Armstrong, one of the complainants, testified that he
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volunteered to perform and did perform certain legislative services in connec-
tion with getting the Governor to sign the 1\Iiller Act because he was person-
ally interested in it (Abst., 17). It does not appear in the record or in the
argument of counsel that any of the complainants, or that any of the persons
affected by the Emeritus Rule, wlio supported the Miller Act, felt, or feel them-
selves, insulted or aggrieved by the fact that under the provisions of the
Miller Act, ultimately all members of the teaching force will be actually re-
tired from the service of the Board when they arrive at the age of 70 years.
The Emeritus Rule does not retire such persons from the service of the Board. -
It simply transfers them from one branch of the service to another branch of
honorable service, where their years of accumulated experierfee may be util-
ized for tile benefit of the whole system of schools.

We respectfully submit that the statement of the court in the concluding
paragraph of the portion of the opinion above cited, in effect that the adoption
by the Board of Education of the Emeritus Rule was a pretense and humbug,
is wliolly undeserved. The record discloses that the rule never did have a
fair test.

The rule was adopted on December 9, 1925 (Abst. 14). On January 13,
1926, the Board concurred in a report of the superintendent, transferring
seventy-four persons to the Emeritus service (Abst. 14). On January 20, 1926,
the complainants and others were notified that on January 31, 1926, they would
be assigned to the Emeritus Service (Abst. 14). On Januai·y 27, 1926, the
original bill herein was filed (Rec. 2). On January 30, 1926, a suppleniental
bill was filed by complainants (Abst. 9). On February 4, 1926, the motion of ~
complainants for temporary mandatory injunction was denied and the cause
was set for final hearing on April 14, 1926 (Rec. 70; Abst. 12). On March
27, 1926, the answer of the Board of Education, et al., was filed (Abst. 12).

Public schools adjourneu for the summer vacation some time in the early
part of June, 1926. The trial before Judge Friend commenced on September
22, 1926 (Rec. 118). The record shows that there was LY period of not to
exceed four or five nionths within which efforts could be made by the Board
of Education to put the Emeritus Rule in operation, and this period was em-
ployed by the complainants and other employes of the Board of' Education
affected by the rule to prevent its successful operation. Even under such
difficult circumstances the record shows that the foundation for tile successful
operation of the rule was laid. The testimony of Mr. Armstrong shows that
the services of the persons placed in the Emeritus service would be of great
value to the public school system of the City of Chicago. Undoubtedly, the
Emeritus service, if given a reasonable time and a proper opportunity, will
be developed into a 11iglily efficient branch of the public scliool system of the
City of Chicago.

II.
The effect of the opinion of tlie court as it now stands, is a holding that

the tenure of the teaching force is permanent, subject only to removal for
cause in the manner provided in Section 161. The opinion ignores and destro-ys
1:he words in Section 138, "subject to the rules of the Board concerning con-
duet and efficiency." Under the construction of the court, there was no neces-
sity of the Legislature to incorporate the words last cited in said Section 138.
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But we submit that this provision was placed in the statute advisedly and with
the intent that it should be construed in connection with the other sections
of The School Act as amended in 1917, including Section 130, which gives the
Board unrestricted power to appoint, promote and transfer all employes in the
teaching force of every rank, name and nature. There is no doubt that under
the opinion of the Supreme Court in the FmY?)za?z case, which was filed April
19, 1917, the Board had full power to employ any teacher it saw fit, for any
reason, or for no reason, but for a period which could not extend beyond the
ensuing school year. The Otis Act was approved, and by its terms, in force
and effect, on April 20, 1917. It is unthinkable that the legislature intended
that Section 138 should be construed without giving full force and effect to
the words "subject to the rules of the Board concerning conduct and efilciency."
Clearly, the Legislature did not intend that the Board, in its management of
the school system of Chicago and the transfer and removal of members of the
teaching force, should be limited solely by the words "subject to removal for
cause in the manner provided by Section 161 of this Act." Questions of
policy and their solution, are matters within the scope of the Board. In the
Fitrs?nan case, 278 Ill. 318, at page 326, the court say:

"Questions of policy are solely for determination of the Board, and
when they have once been determined by it, the Courts will not inquire
into their propriety."

Now, then, pursuant to the mandatory provisions of Section 139 that
"the Board of Education shall exercise all the powers that may be requisite
or proper for the maintenance and the fullest development of an efficient pub-
lic school system," the Board adopted and placed in operation the Emeritus
mile, with the expectation and belief that it would accomplish two objects.
First, that it would promote the general emciency of the public schools as a
systeni by directly increasing the efilciency of the teaching forces, bringing
into that branch of the service, a constantly renewed stream of younger and
more vigorous teachers; and second, the creation of a new class of honorable
a,nd dignified service, to which the older and experienced teachers could be
transferred, at a reasonable compensation, when they had arrived at the age
of. 70 years. The question of the adoption of the Emeritus Rule was a ques-
tion of policy to be determined by the Board of Education. It was a question
within the sole jurisdiction of the Board of Education, and we submit that, hav-
ing adopted this Emeritus Rule, it was beyond the jurisdiction of the courts
to inquire into its propriety.

For the reasons her'einabove set forth, we respectfully pray that this peti-
tion for reliearing should be allowed.

This day come the original complainants, James E. Armstrong, Chester C.
Dodge and Mary R. Hecox, and also come the divers persons hereinafter men-
tioned as intervening supplemental complainants, all by Dunn & Corboy, I. T.
Greenacre and Allen J. Carter, solicitors for them and each of them, and also
come the original defendants, City o f Chicago; the Board of Education of the , -
City of Chicago and William E. Dever, Mayor of the City of Chicago; John A.
Cervenka, City Treasurer of said city; Martin J. O'Brien, Comptroller of the
City of Chicago; Edward B. Ellicott, President of the Board of Education of
the City of Chicago and a member thereof; Charles E. Gilbert, Secretary of
said Board; Harry H. Brackett, Auditor of said Board; Edgar N. Greenebaum,
Vice President of said Board and a member thereof, and Julius F. Smietanka,
J. Lewis Coath, Mrs. W. S. Hefferan, Charles T. Byrne, Mrs. Johanna Gregg,
Edward B. Ellicott, John A. English, Edgar N. Greenebaum, Dr. Victor R.
Schiller, James Mullenbach, Theophilus Schmid, members and acting as mem-
bers of the Board of Education of the City of Chicago; and William McAndrew,
Superintendent of Schools of the City of Chicago; and also come the persons
hereinafter named as supplemental defendants, ali by James Todd solicitor
for them and each of them and Frank S. Righeimer, Ralph W. Condee and
Wharton Plummer of counsel and also solicitors for said original and supple-
mental defendants and each of them.

And this cause having been brought on to be heard in this court upon
the pleadings of the parties herein respectively and the evidence, proofs
and exhibits heretofore heard and considered herein at a former hearing of
this cause had prior to the appeal herein to the Supreme Court of Illinois
which transferred said appeal to the Appellate Court of Illinois in and for the
First District of Illinois, and upon the mandate of said Appellate Court revers-
ing the former decree of this Circuit Court herein and remanding this cause
directly to this Circuit Court and upon a transcript of the order of said Appel-
late Court remanding said cause, which mandate and transcript were hereto-
fore filed in this Circuit Court, said cause now being on hearing:
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And thereupon come [here follow the names of 117 persons], by the said
solicitors for the original complainants as solicitors for said petitioners and
present their intervening petition herein and allege therein that each of them
was at the time of the filing of the original bill of complaint herein and at
the filing of the supplemental bill of complaint herein, a principal or teacher
and was and is a member of the teaching force in the Public Schools of the
City of Chicago, in the County of Cook and State of Illinois, afid that each of
them was and is a person similarly situated to each of the original complain-
ants and that they choose to join with said original complainants and
become parties complainant to said original bill and supplemental bill
herein and adopt the allegations of said original and supplemental bills;
and that said original complainants filed said original and supplemental bills
in their own behalf and on behalf of said intervening petitioners as principals
and teachers and members of said teaching force similarly situated and who
shall choose to join the complainants and become parties to this suit; and
thereupon IT IS ORDERED by the court that leave is hereby given to said
petitioners to file said intervening petition which they here now do file in open
court, and that they are hereby added as the parties complainant to said
original and supplemental bills, and that they be hereinafter designated as
supplemental complainants and that the answers of the original defendants to
the original bill and to the supplemental bill herein stand as their answers to
said petition; and that the replication of the original complainants to such
answers also stand.

And the said original defendant, the original Board of Education, here
now suggests and states to this court that since the filing of said original
and supplemental bill divers of the original defendants have ceased to hold
the respective offices which they respectively held at that time and at the
time of the Illing o f their answers herein, to-wit: said William E. Dever, Mayor
of the City of Chicago has ceased to hold that office and has been succeeded
by William Hale Thompson as Mayor; the said John A. Cervenaka, City
Treasurer of said City has ceased to hoId that office and has been succeeded
by Charles S. Peterson, and said Martin J. O'Brien Comptroller of the City
of Chicago has been succeeded by Charles C. Fitzmorris; the said Edward B.
Ellicott, President of the Board of Education of the City of Chicago and a
member thereof has been succeeded by J. Lewis Coath; and the said Edgar
N. Greenebaum, Julius F. Smietanka, Charles T. Byrne, Mrs. Johanna Gregg,
Dr, Victor R. Schiller, and Edward B. Ellicott have been succeeded by James A.
Hemmingway, H. W. Caldwell, Charles J. Vopicka, Otto Schmidt, Walter
Brandenberg and Oscar Durante, as members of the Board of Education of
the City of Chicago. Upon evidence here now heard, this court ands that
suggestion is true and IT IS ORDERED by the Court that said suggestions be
and the same are hereby entered of record and that the bill and original bill
herein be and the same are hereby dismissed as to such of said original in-
dividual defendants as have entirely ceased to hold any office of said City or in
or of said Board of Education and that their said successors respectively as
herein mentioned and who have already appeared by their solicitors as hereto-
fore in this decree set forth, are hereby added as defendants in this cause and
are hereinafter designated as supplemental defendants; and that the answers
of the original defendants herein to the bill and supplemental bill stand as
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the answers of the supplemental defendants to said bill and supplemental bill
and that the replication to said answers also stand. -

And it appears that all the parties are properly before the court and that
the court has jurisdiction of the subject matter and of the parties hereto and
it further appears to the Court here now that the said mandate of the Appel-
late Court and the said transcript of the order of the Appellate Court here-
inabove mentioned were filed in this Circuit Court on the 11th day of April,
A. D. 1928, and that not less than ten days' notice of such filing of said man-

date and transcript were given to the adverse parties and their attorneys and
solicitors and that said cause were thereafter duly reinstated and redocketed
in this Circuit Court.

And the court being fully advised in the premises doth find that all the
material allegations in said original bill of complaint and in said supplemental
bill of complaint are proved; and that the word "complainants" herein used
shaII and does include both the original and supplemental complainants, and
the word "defendants" herein used shall and does include each of the original
defendants not heretofore dismissed out of this cause, together with all added
or supplemental defendants; and that at the time of the filing of the said
original and supplemental bills, respectively, it was and still is true that each
of said complainants is and continuously for many years last past has been a
resident and a citizen and a taxpayer and a duly qualified legal voter of and
in the said City of Chicago, and is and during all that time has been the
owner of taxable property located in said city and county; and said Arm-
strong and Dodge and each of them is the owner of real estate located in said
county and have paid taxes levied on the same during and for many years
continuously last past before said year 1924, and for and during all that time
has been a teacher in the public schools of said city; that is to say, said
James E. Armstrong has been and is the principal of the Englewood High
School in said city, and said Chester C. Dodge has been and is the principal
of the Hibbard High School in said city, and said Mary R. Heeox has been and

is a teacher in the Cameron School in said city, and each of said complainants
had and still has a teacher's certificate, that is, a certificate as such principal
or as such teacher, as the case may be, authorizing each complainant to
teach in the public schools in said city and to perform the respective public
services in said schools which is and has been by each of them so performed
in said city.

That each of said supplemental complainants, at the time of the filing of

said bill and supplemental bill, was a principal or a teacher (as hereinafter
stated) in the school set opposite such supplemental complainant's naine as
follows:

the schools in which they tatight.)
and each of them has not retired, either by his or her own option or by
compulsory retirement in accordance with any statute of the State of Illinois.

That the City of Chicago is a municipal corporation organized and exist-

ing under the laws of the State of Illinois; that said city exists under and

by virtue of a charter heretofore granted to it as thereafter amended from
time to time, so far as the same remains in force and unrepealed or unmodi-
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fled by an act afterwards adopted by it and hereafter mentioned, and amend-ments thereto ; that said charter and amendments hereto were each and all
public acts of the State of Illinois; that in the year 1875 the said City ofChicago, by adopting such act in the manner therein provided, which it did,
became incorporated under an act of the State of Illinois entitled "An Act to
Provide for the Incorporation of Cities and Villages", approved April 18th,1872; and that continuously since then said city has been and is incorporatedunder said last above entitled act, and acts amendatory thereof. and alsounder said charter and amendments thereto, so far as said charter and amend-ments are in force and unrepealed or unmodified by said above entitled actand the acts amendatory thereof; that for more than twenty (20) years con-
tinuously last past said city has been and is a city having a population exceed-ing One Hundred Thousand (100,000) inhabitants; that each of said individualdefendants is and for a considerable time last past has been an officer ofsaid City of Chicago or of said Board of Education which he is above in thisdecree designated as being.

That each of said complainants was more than ten (10) years ago dulyappointed by said Board of Education to be a teacher; that is, said Armstrongto be a principal and said Dodge to be a principal, and said Hecox to be ateacher; and said other complainants are teachers or principals, respectively,of the respective schools as heretofore in this decree set forth, all in the publicschools of said City of Chicago for more than twenty (20) years last past;and that each of them has continuously during all that time rendered satis-factory service as such principal or teacher; that each such complainant dur-ing all that time has been efficient and has complied with the rules of the Boardof Education concerning conduct and efficiency.
That there is no cause within the meaning of the statute for the removalof any of the eomplainants from such complainant's present position in thepublic schools of said city by reason of their having attained the age of 70years; that no written charges have ever been pre ferred by the superintendentof schools against any of these complainants and no such charges have everbeen heard by said Board or any duly authorized committee of the same,and that no thirty days' notice or any notice whatever with or without a copyof any charges has ever been served upon either or any of these complainants ;and that no charges have ever been made or preferred against any of them;that none of these complainants has been present together with counsel orotherwise, or offered any evidence or made any defense to any charges or beenafforded any opportunity so to do; that none of these complainants is or stands

suspended as by the rules of said Board prescribed or otherwise; that each ofthese complainants is and for long has been in active and continuous servicein the public schools of said city and a meniber of the teaching force and en-gaged in either classroom or supervising duties, and is now so engaged, andeach of them is more than seventy years of age.
That each of these complainants' status and position and employment inthe teaching force of said city as principal or teacher must, under the statutesof this state, be deterniined by merit only and that the appointments of saidcomplainant teachers and of said complainant principals have, by virtue of thestatute, become permanent and are pei·niane'lit, subject only to the rules of saidBoard concerning conduct and efficiency, and subject to removal only for cause
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in the manner provided by Section 161 of an Act of the General Assembly
of the State of Illinois, entitled: "An Act to Establish and Maintain a System
of Free Schools", approved and enforced June 12, 1909 as amended; and that

the words "Teachers" and "Principals" should be construed (and they are

here used) to include all members of the teaching force except the superin-
tendent of schools, assistant and district superintendents, and members of the
Board of Examiners as made and provided in Sections 138 and 161, and the
different sections of said last mentioned act as amended.

The Court further finds that the so-called emeritus rule and the amend-

ments thereto mentioned in the Bill of Complaint and Supplemental Bill of

Complaint are void and shall be for naught held and for the further facts in
this case in support of this decree of this court, the Court here now refers to
the certificate of evidence duly signed and sealed by the trial Judge who here-
tofore heard this cause and which was duly fled in the office of the Clerk of
this court and has been transferred and now physically remains in the office
of the Clerk of the Appellate Court in and for the First District of Illinois.

Pursuant to the directions  of the Appellate Court of Illinois in and for the
First District of Illinois and to its mandate and transcript of its order revers-
ing the former decree of this Court, with directions, IT IS HEREBY AD-
JUDGED, ORDERED AND DECREED ,

That the former decree of this court made and entered of record October
8, 1926, dismissing the bilI of complaint and supplemental bill of complaint
herein for want of equity be and said decree is hereby vacated and set aside and -
shalI henceforth be for naught held, and that this court here now directs the
Board of Education to restore the complainants to their respective positions
as principals and teachers in the Chicago public schools, as of the date of their
retirement or removal therefrom by said Board o f Education; but that their
tenure of said positions be subject to the provisions of the Miller Act as
originally in force May 19, A. D. 1926, and as amended on June 24, A. D. 1927,
and except as to those complainants who have voluntarily dr compulsorily
been retired under the said Miller Act as originally in force or as amended as
aforesaid; and that said Board of Education and such of the defendants as
are members or officers thereof so restore to their respective positions as of
the dates of their retirement or removal therefrom the following teachers
and principals, to be teachers and principals, respectively, in their former posi-
tions, each in the school mentioned after each such teacher's or principal's
name. Said principals and teachers are as follows:

And that the matter of what if any compensation may be due to any ofthe complainant principals or teachers and any other matters not coveredherein be and the same is hereby reserved for the further consideration ofthis court.
And that the said compIainants have and recover of the said defendantstheir costs in this behalf by them expended to be taxed by the clerk, andhave execution therefor against all individual defendants, but not against anydefendant municipal corporation or body politic.
AND IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED by thisCourt that the said defendants and each of them and their respective succes-sors in office and their agents, representatives and attorneys are and each ofthem is enjoined from in any manner further enforcing the said so-calledemeritus rule or any amendments thereof referred to in the Bill of Complaintor Supplemental BilI of Complaint now on fle in the office of the Clerk ofthis Court and they and each of them perpetually refrain and desist from en-forcing and attempting to enforce said so-called emeritus rule or said amend-ment thereof and that this injunction stand and be in force until and unlessthis court order to the contrary.

This Council is an outgrowth of an organization of secretaries of Pension
Funds which was instituted about six years ago. The Recording Secretary
of the Chicago Teachers' Pension Board has regularly attended the meetings
of this organization since its beginning, and has paid the dues thereto out of
her own pocket. The annual dues of the Council have been raised this year
to a minimum of $10.00 for systems of 10,000 members and less, and $1.00
additional for each 1,000 members up to a maximum of $25.00. Meetings are
held twice a year at the same time and place as the meeting of the National
Education Association and of the Department of Superintendence of the Na-
tional Education Association.

The Committee recommends that the Chicago Teachers' Pension Board
become a member of the National Council of Teachers' Retirement Systems,
pay the required dues, and that the Recording Secretary be appointed as
representative.

Petition for Re-hearing Denied in Suit Against Policemen's
Pension Board

The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that following the
Supreme Court decision against the Policemen's Pension Board in the Injunc-
tion Suit against that Board, ,the policemen's attorneys petitioned the Supreme
Court for a re-hearing. Their petition was filed on November 19, 1928. The
Supreme Court denied the petition. The Committee recommends that this
report be adopted and that the Petition for Re-hearing (a copy of which is
submitted herewith) be printed in the proceedings.

PETITION FOR REHEARING.

To the Honorabk Justices of the
Supreme Colirt of the State of Ininois:

Appellees respectfully petition this Honorable Court to grant a rehearing
in this cause for the following reasons:

I.

The court misapprehended the basic principle underlying pensions in Illi-
nois when the court stated as the basis of its judgment:

"The amendatory acts increasing the pensions of retired policemen do
not contemplate the rendition of additional services by the pensioners. They
were paid when they performed their services. * * * The increases arenot granted for services to be performed by the pensioners, but have astheir sole basis or justification the services which they rendered prior totheir retirement."
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Pensions are not compensation for services. Pensions are a gratuity, "a
bounty springing from the graciousness and appreciation of government," and
have as their sole basis the public good. "Payment" or compensation "for
services" presupposes a contract, expressed or implied. There is no contract on
the part of the state so far as concerns a pension, either as to amount or
permanency. A pension is a gratuity which may be given, changed or withheld
at will. . 1. -:

II.

Pensions being a question of bounty based on public policy, and not of
"cdmpensation" or "allowance" based on services, the · act of the legislature in
increasing pensions does not involve the question of legislative power but of
legislative wisdom.

The court invades the province of the legislature in holding that "such
increases serve no real public purpose." This court has heretofore held that
what is for the public good and "what are public purposes are questions which
the legislature must in the first instance decide." It is not a matter for the

court to decide.
Hagler v. SmaN, 307 Ill. 460,474.

III.

The court in its opinion correctly states the former holdings of this court

as follolvs:
"The establishment and maintenance of a system of pensions is not a

public duty or obligation,-it is merely a question of policy to be deter-
mined by the law-making body."
( a) The court departs from the above principle when it says:

"The obligations which the performance of those services imposed upon
the public have been fully performed."
But the court has just stated that there was no obligation upon the public.

(b) The court departs still further from the principle when it says:

"No obligation, either legal or moral, to pay more than the stipulated
compensation arises when no additional services have been or will be ren-
dered. Extra compensation is a payment or allowance in excess of that
which was fixed by law or contract when the services were rendered."

We respectfully submit that a pension in Illinois is not a matter of "con-

tract," nor a matter of "compensation," but is "a bounty springing from the
appreciation and graciousness of government."

( See cases cited under I. 8*pra.)
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(c) The court again departs from the law of Illinois governing pensions,
when it says:

"Since the increases in the pensions of retired policemen sought to be
effected by the amendatory acts in question are based solely on the services
rendered by them prior to their retirement, these increases necessarily con-
stitute an extra allowance for past services."

We respectfully submit that this holding treats pensions as deferred com-
pensation for services rendered, and an increase of pension as an -extra com-
pensation," whereas pensions in Illinois are based solely on public policy, and
the duration and character of services to be rendered before the right to a pen-
sion accrues is an incident or condition pre-cedent which is likewise determined
by the legislature on the basis of the public good. The holding in this ease is
contrary to the uniform holdings of this court as to the nature of pensions.
We respectfully submit that this present holding creates a dangerous precedent
in that it establishes a contractual right in a pension, makes a pension act
unchangeable as to any employee in the public service at the time of a proposed
change and completely reverses all former decisions of this court in pension
cases.

"Services" are not the basis of pensions any more than "age" at time of
retirement or "contributions" is a basis. Both "service" and "age" and "con-
tributions" are conditions pre-cedent to the right of a pension, but the pension
itself is a bounty granted for the public good. Because a pension is a bounty
the legislature has had the right to change the conditions pre-cedent even after
a policeman has retired on a pension and require such policeman to return to
work, or to make further "contributions." Belltel v. Foreman, 288 Ill. 106;
PeopZe v. Hansen, 830 Ill. 79.

IV.

The court was misled by certain decisions (cited by it on page 6 of the
opinion) into holding that pensions are "compensation" and therefore an
increase of pensions is "extra compensation." That is the Iaw in New York
and Massachusetts but not in Illinois.

Matter of Mahon v. Board of Education, 171 N. Y. 263, is based upon the
New York Constitution which differs from the Illinois Constitution in that it
prohibits all gratuities. (See pages 26 and 27 of brief and argument for
appellees, where this case is fully discussed.)

People v. Partridge, 172 N. Y. 305, is in direct conflict with Eddy v. Morgan,
216 Ill. 437, and is not an authority in Illinois.

jfead v. Acton, 139 Mass. 341, is based upon the law of Massachusetts
which, like the law of New York, prohibits the legislature from paying gratui-
ties to individuals. This ease was cited but not followed in the later Massachu-
setts ease, Opinion of Jitstices, 175 Mass. 599, (See page 22 of brief and argu-
ment for appellees).
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People v. ibbott, 274 Ill. 380, was explained in Belite: v. Foreman, 288 Ill.
106, 110, as not intended to imply a contractual basis in pension grants. The
Illinois law governing pensions is set out in the cases cited under division I,

' 3 lipra.

V.

The court has failed to distinguish between the action of granting a pension
and the action of changing the amount payable. Dillon on Municipal Corpora-
tions ( 5th Edition, Section 430), cited by the court on page 6 of the opinion,
refers exclusively to the original grant of a pension and not to an increase in
the amount of a pension already granted, i. e., it treats of the RIGHT and not
of the REMEDY.

Under the law of this state, the RIGHT to a pension is dependent upon the

pre-cedent performance or existence of conditions fixed by the legislature and
obligatory and binding upon the prospective pensioner before the right can
attach; the AMOUNT of the pension is wholly within the power of the legislature

to fix at will and the pensioner has nothing to do with it except to receive it,
because it is a bounty of government.

VI.

When the legislature increases or decreases a pension it does not affect the
right to a pension but only affects the remedy or the amount recoverable under
the right.

Miner v. Stafford, 239 Ill. A. 346, 352 (tacitly approved by this court but
reversed (326 Ill. 204) because the legislature had not made the new remedy '
applicable to a right which had accrued prior to the change in remedy, this
court saying (p. 207) :

"The amendment indicates no intention to increase pensions, the right
to which had already accrued before the passage of the law."

VII.

Limitations of legislative power resting in theory, only, or on the vague '
ground of doubt, but which the people have been satisfied to leave to the judg-
ment, patriotism and sense of justice of their representatives, are not within
the control of the courts.

Hagley v. Smarl, 307 Ill. 460, 474.
Cooley's Const. Lim., 154.

(a) In the present ease the limitation is based on the theory that an
increase of pension is "extra compensation for services already rendered"
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whereas pensions are in no sense granted in Illinois as "compensation" but
solely as a bounty of government for the public good.

(b) For more than forty (40) years the people of Illinois have been satis-

fied to leave the increasing and decreasing of pensions to the judgment and
sense of justice of their representatives.

See pages 34, 35, 36 and 37 of brief and argument for appellees for
list of enactments increasing or decreasing pensions since 1887.

VIII.

The court failed to recognize the fact that the words "pension" and "com-
pensation" are not synonymous. (Dickey v. Jackson, 165 N. W. 387, 389.)

A pension must be either a "bounty," or "compensation" arising out of
contract. It cannot be both. It is either a gift or an added allowance for
services rendered arising out of a contract of hiring.

The same legislative acts which grant pensions to policemen aIso grant
pensions to the widows and minor children of policemen. If it be contended
that these latter pensions are also based on "services" performed by the police-
men husbands and fathers, we are faced with the fact that increases in these
latter pensions "after the services had terminated" have been granted in thir-
teen separate legislative enactments during the period of forty (40) years from
1887 to 1927 (pages 34 to 38 of brief and argument for appellees), and have
been sustained by this court in principle in two decisions . Eddg v. Morgan,
216 Ill. 437; finer v. Stafford, 326 111. 204.

IX.

An increase of pension cannot be held to be "extra compensation" unless
the pension itsel f is held -to be "compensation; " and if a pension itself is not
"compensation," then an increase of pension is not "extra compensation."

In Illinois a pension is held to be not "compensation" and ipso facto an
increase of pension cannot be "extra compensation." Pensions are a bounty
springing from the graciousness of government. They are not rooted in con-
tract nor bestowed as "compensation" or "allowance."

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X.

The court followed the law of New York and Massachusetts, and not of
Illinois, in construing its holding that:

"So far as the retired policemen who were pensioners prior to the
passage of the amendatory acts are concerned, the additional payments
authorized by these acts are mere gifts or gratuities to individuals."

(Citing New York and Massachusetts cases and PeopZe .v. Abbott, 274
Ill. 380, which latter case was explained in Beutel v. Foreman, 288
Ill. 106, 110.)

Pension payments in Illinois have always been considered to be gifts or
gratuities to individuals, being a bounty of government, and to be lawful as
having a public purpose.

Firemen's Benevolent Association v. Lounsbury, 21 Ill. 510, 513.

XI.

The court departed from the uniform holdings of this court in pension cases
in holding that:

"In these respects the amendments authorize the raising of money by
taxation for the exclusive benefit of particular persons and appropriates
public money for a private purpose."

The levying of a tax to pay pensions where the right to a pension exists, is
not appropriating public money for a private purpose.

Hagler v. Sman, 307 III. 460, 474-475.

The right to a pension already existed under the law, and only the amount
to be paid was determined by the legislature.

XII.

The great office of statutes is to remedy defects in the common law and
statutory laws as they are developed and to adapt them to the changes of time
and circumstances, and when the purpose of a pension law to provide for the
care of aged and disabled public employees works inequality and injustice, the
legislature has the power to change the law.

XIII.

Because a law may seem unwise or unreasonable, it is not for the court to
nullify it; the wisdom or reasonableness of a law is solely for the legislature
to decide.

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XIV.

The court was misled into holding the amendatory acts to be unconstitu-
tional through adopting as its major premise the theory that "a pension is
compensation for services rendered," which is the theory in New York and
Massachusetts, but not in Illinois. (Brief and argument for appellees, p. 29.)
Upon such a theory an increase of pension would logically be -extra compen-
sation after services had been rendered," as held by the court in the instant
case.

We respectfully submit that the court should have taken as its major
premise the theory of pension grants followed in Illinois ever since the deci-
sion in Firemen's Benevolent .zissociation v. Lounsbury, 21 Ill. 510, 514, decided
in 1859, and as last set forth in People v. Hansen, 330 Ill. 79, 90, decided in
June, 1928, viz.: "a pension is a bounty springing from the appreciation and
graciousness of the sovereign and may be given or withheld at its pleasure."

Upon this Illinois theory, a decrease of pension would logically be a "de-
crease of bounty" and an increase of pension would logieally be an "increase of
bounty." The constitution of Illinois does not prohibit an increase of bounty
when the original grant of bounty was valid and constitutional. And these
original grants of pension-bounty were valid and constitutional.

XV.

When a doubt exists as to the power of the legislature to increase the
amount of a valid bounty previously granted, it is the duty of the court to
sustain the act of the legislature in making such increase unless the court is
satisfied. beyond a reasonable doubt that the Constitution prohibits increasing
a valid bounty.

Miss Mayhew, Chairman of the Committee on Pension Law and Rules,
presented the following report of the Committee:

Proposed Amendment to the Compulsory and Voluntary
Retirement Law

The Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that Senate Bill No. 449,
introduced in the Illinois Senate on April 17, amends the Compulsory and
Voluntary Retirement Law by changing the requirement as to the 15 years
of Chicago service required for voluntary retirement. It also permits the
Superintendent of Schools and the members of the Board of Examiners to
retire under tlie Voluntary Retirement section of the law, which they cannot
do as the law is now.

Tlie language of the Voluntary Retirement section of the present law as
to service in Chicago is: "15 years immediately prior to retirement." Senate
Bill 449 changes this language to read: "15 years within the last 20 years
prior to retirement."

The schedule of payments remains the same as in t:he present. law,

Senate Bill No, 449, (a copy of which is submitted herewith and made a
part of this report), was introduced as a substitute for two pending Bills
amending the Compulsory and Volzintary Retirement law-Senate Bill No, 378
and House Bill No. 59 1. This was done at tlie request of a Conference on
April 15, called hy the President of the Principals' Club, at which members
of the Pension Board and its attorney, Mr. I. T. Greenacre, were present and
approved the action of the Conference.

Tile Committee recommends that the Pension Board endorse Senate Bill
449, and that the Recording Secretary be authorized to notify the members of
the legislature, and of the Committees to which the Bill is referred, whenever
in her judgment such action seems advisable.

Amendment to the Compulsory and Voluntary

Retirement Law Signed by the Governor
Tlie Committee on Pension Law and Rules reports that on May 17, 1929,

Governor Emmerson signed Senate Bill 449, and that it will become effective
July 1, 1929. This Act amends Section Three of the Compulsory and Vol-

- untary Retirement Law by permitting the Superintendent of Schools and
members of the Board of Examiners to retire under the Voluntary pro-
visions of the Law. It also changes the requirement for service in Chicago
of those persons who retire voluntarijy under this law at or after age 65
from "fifteen years immediately prior to retirement" to "fifteen years within
the last twenty years prior to retirement," and so permits the retirement
of teachers who have from 15 to 50 years of Chicago service but have been
temporarily out of service during the 15 years immediately prior to their
retirement.

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COUPULSORY AND VOI,UNT.UL¥ RETIINGIENT LAUT

(As Amended and in Effect July 1, 1929)
The 1927 Act, (the Foluntarl/ Retirement Laic), added Section 3 to the 1925

Law, (the Comptilsory Retirement Lato), alid the legislature of 1929 amended
Section 3 so as to ma,ke the law at presen,t as follotos:

"AR Act to provide for the compulsory and voluntary retirement of
teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant superintendents,
and for the voluntary retirement of superintendents of schools and members
of the board of examiners, and for the payment of retirement annuities."

Section 1. In every city in this state having a population exceeding
250,000 inhabitants, the board of education of such city shall retire from active
service on February 1 and August 1 of each year, all teachers, principals, dis-trict superintendents, and assistant superintendents in the public schools ofsuch city in accordance with the following schedule:

(a) In the year 1926 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, andassistant superintendents seventy-five or more years of age, shall be retiredfrom active service.
(b) In the year 1927 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, andassistant superintendents seventy-four or more years of age, shall be retiredfrom active service.
(c) In the year 1928 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, andassistant superintendents seventy-three or more years of age, shall be retiredfrom active service.
(d) In the year 1929 all teachers, principals, district superintendents, andassistant superintendents seventy-two or more years of age, shall be retiredfroni active service.
(e) In the year 1930 and in each and every year thereafter, all teachers,principals, district superintendents, and assistant superintendents seventy ormore years of age, shall be retired from active service.
Section 2. Each person so retired from active service who served iii tilepublic schools of such city for twenty or more years prior to snell retirement,

shall be paid the sum of Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) annually and
for life from the date of such retirement from the money derived from thegeneral tax levy for educational purposes: Provided, that any teacher, prin-cipal, district superintendent, or assistant superintendent so retired and re-

, ceiving such annuity shalI be subject to the call of the superintendent ofschools in such city for consultation and advisory service: And, provided
further, that nothing in this Act contained shall in any way impair or preju-dice any rights of a teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistantsuperintendent so retired to annuity under other statutory provisions concern-ing any teachers' pension fund, or teachers' pension and retirement fund, 4/1
established in accordance with the provisions of any statute in this State; and ,shall not repeal or modify any other such statutory provisions.

Section 3. Any superintendent of schools or member of the board of ex·
aminers and all teachers, principals, district superintendents, and assistant
superintendents, now or hereafter serving in any of the aforesaid capacities in
the public schools of such city, and whose services in any one or more of any
educational positions in the public schools of such city within the last twenty
( 20) years prior to retirement under this Act, shall aggregate, when taken
together, fifteen (15) years or more, and who have served in the public schools
of the United States for twenty-five years or more, and who are sixty-five (65)
or more years of age, and who have not reached the age of compulsory retire-

- ment, as provided in sections one and two of this Act, shall upon their own
request, be retired from active service and thereafter be paid annuities for life
from the moneys derived from the general tax levy for educational purposes;
provided that no superintendent of schools or member of said board of exam-
iners shall be subject to compulsory retirement under the provisions of this
Act, during his or her term of office.

Such annuities shalI be paid respectively according to the following table
of ages and annuities annually:

Age 65................. Ten Hundred Dollars ..................... ($1,000)
Age 66.................Eleven Hundred Dollars. ................. ($1,100)
Age 67.................Twelve Hundred Dollars..................($1,200)
Age 68.................Thirteen Hundred Dollars..............,. ($1,300)
Age 69.................Fourteen Hundred Dollars................ ($1,400)

And provided that the age of sixty-five (65) and at any year of age there-
after, the board of education of such city may require a physical or a mental
examination of any such teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistant
superintendent upon the request of the superintendent of schools of such city
and if any such teacher, principal, district superintendent, or assistant superin-
tendent be found incapacitated for service after trial as already or hereafter
provided by law he shall be retired at the annunity above provided for that
age of voluntary retirement.

And provided further, that all such superintendents of schools, members
of the board of examiners, teachers, principals, district superintendents, and
assistant superintendents shall be subject to the same conditions as to advisory
service as provided for in Section 2 of this Act. Nothing contained in this
Act shall in any way impair or prejudice the right of any superintendent of
schools, member of the board of examiners, teacher, principal, district super-
intendent, or assistant superintendent so retired to annuity under other
statutory provisions concerning any teachers' pension fund or teachers' pension
and retirement fund established in accordance with the provisions of any
statute of this State, and the payment to be made under this section, or the
Act which it amends, shall be in addition to any such annuity.

On motion of Miss Mayhew, seconded by Miss Livingston, this report of the
Committee on pension Law and Rules was approved and the recommendations
concurred in.
